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TRI STATE RODEO ASSOCIATION


TSRA Members and Permit Holders acknowledge that rodeos are dangerous activities and that participation in a rodeo as a competitor, an independent contractor, or volunteer, exposes the participant to a substantial and serious risk of property damage, personal injury(s) or death.  TSRA Members and Permit Holders acknowledge that participation in TSRA sanctioned rodeos will involve such a hazard.  Being fully aware that participation in TSRA rodeos would exposes said member or permit holder to substantial and serious risk of property damage and/or personal injury or death, said member or permit holder hereby releases TSRA, sponsors, any TSRA sanctioned rodeo production entity, their affiliated, related or subsidiary companies and the officers, directors, employees and agents of each entity or organization from liability for any and all property damage, personal injuries or other claims arising from participation in TSRA sanction rodeos, including claims that are known and unknown, foreseen and unforeseen, future or contingent.  TSRA members and permit holders shall not now or at any time in the future directly or indirectly, commerce or prosecute any action, suit(s) or other proceeding against the before mentioned arising out of related to the actions, causes of action, claims and demands, hereby waived, released or discharged by TSRA member or permit holder.  This provision shall be binding to each TSRA member or permit holder, his or her spouse, legal representatives, heirs, successor(s) and assigns.

TRI STATE RODEO ASSOCIATION

ORGANIZATIONAL ARTICLES

The purpose for which this association is organized are:

1.  To encourage, promote and advance information and knowledge concerning rodeos including but not limited to the dates of rodeos, names of contestants, available prize monies and other particulars in which the members are interested in such as:

A. To insure just amounts of prize money.
B. To require that all entry fees be added to the prize money.
C. To secure competent, honest judges and officials for all events.

D. To cooperate with the management and sponsors of all rodeos at which members contest.

E. To protect the members against unfairness on the part of any rodeo management or sponsor.

F. To work for the Betterment of conditions and of the rules governing rodeo events in which members of the association participates.

G. To elect or appoint officers and agents of the association who may be directors or members and define their duties.

H. To have and exercise all powers necessary or convenient to affect any or all the purposes for which the association is organized.

BY-LAWS OF TRI STATE RODEO ASSOCIATION

General:

1. The association acting through the Board of Directors shall have the general powers to adopt and alter Rules and By-Laws.

2. The affairs and management of this association are to be under the control of a Board of Directors and Officers consisting of no fewer than three (3) and such other directors as shall be authorized by the By-Laws of the association.  No member, officer, director, employee, agent, etc. shall be personally responsible or liable for any debts, costs or judgments imposed upon or against or incurred by the Association.  

3. The association shall have the right to set and assess annual dues against members and may make other assessments on members as may reasonably seem necessary to cover expenses, incurred or anticipated in the furtherance of the business, objective(s) and purposes of the association.

4. Any person becoming a member of this association shall comply with all rules and decisions and shall be bound by the same.  Rules will be changed only at the beginning of a new year (January meeting).
5. By a person becoming a member of this association said member recognized that the association has no responsibility, conduct or function which would in any way relate to or cause any liability to, injury or damage to the person, property, or stock of any member and further recognizes that said member by entering any event covered by the rules of the TSRA assumes and accepts the full risk and danger of any or damage to person and property and further releases and waives the Tri State Rodeo Association, its Officers, Directors or employees from any and every claim for damages which may occur said member in any event to which the Tri State Rodeo Association rules may apply.

6. Any person suing or attempting to sue the TSRA will be barred from the TSRA permanently.

OFFICERS AND DIRECTORS

The officers of the association shall be as follows:

President, Vice President, Secretary and/or Treasurer, Awards Chairman, Stock Contractor, Contract Acts, and a Board of Director for each of the following events: Saddle Bronc, Bareback, Calf Roping, Barrel Race, Steer Wrestling, Team Roping, Breakaway Roping, Bull Riding.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS AND DIRECTORS

Elections will be held at the annual membership meeting and nominations will be taken from the floor.

1. All Officers and Directors will be elected for two (2) year terms.

A. President, Team Roping, Calf Roping, Barrel Racing and Breakaway will be elected in years ending in even numbers (i.e., 2024, 2026,2028, 2030, 2032,2034….)

B. Vice President, Bareback, Saddle Bronc, Ranch Broncs, Bull Riding, Stock Contractor, Steer Wrestling, Contract Acts, and one Awards Chairman will be elected in years ending in odd numbers (i.e.,  2025, 2027, 2029, 2031. 2033, 2035 ….)

2. Officers and Directors may be nominated by any member in good standing.

3. Officers will be voted in by a majority vote at the annual meeting and will take office at the next Board Meeting.

4. Any member nominated for the office of President must be a member in good standing for two (2) years and served on the Board for one (1) full year.

5. The Secretary and the Treasurer will be appointed by the Board of Directors.

6. A candidate to be eligible for election to any of the positions as Director must be an active member for two (2) years and be in good standing.

7. A member may vote only in the event in which he works, contests or performs.  All active member and life members may vote for President, Vice-President, and Awards Chairman.

8. Ties in an election voting shall be decided by a run-off vote open only to those members who cast a vote in the original election.

9. Any officer or director dismissed of his/her responsibilities will not be eligible to serve for any seat on the Board.

OFFICERS AND BOARD OF DIRECTORS DUTIES

1. The Legislative or Rule-Making powers of the Association shall be held by the Board of Directors.  The Board shall have supervision over the business and affairs of the Association with the power to make, adopt, alter, or amend the Articles of the Association, Official Rodeo Rules, and By-Laws.  The Board of Directors may make all the rules which it considers necessary to carry out the purposes of this organization and any or all contracts incidental thereto.  A quorum of the Board must pass on any changes to these By-Laws and Rules of the Association thereof.

a. Rules changes will be handled once per year and changes will be posted on the web site and in the current rule book. 

2. The Board of Directors shall be empowered to create and fill special officers and positions beyond those of the Association Board.

3. The PRESIDENT shall preside at all meetings of the Tri State Rodeo Association and the Board of Directors.

A. The President shall act as Rodeo Administrator for the TSRA Finals Rodeo and other TSRA rodeos throughout the year, which will entail the duty of securing Corporate Sponsors for added money, prize(s) and advertisement whenever possible.

B. In the absence or disability of the President, the Vice President shall perform his duties.

4. The SECRETARY shall keep minutes and other official reports of the Association.  He/She shall conduct TSRA official correspondence and shall keep all records, books and documents relating to the association at such a place as shall be designated by the Board of Directors.

A. The following is part of the Secretary duties:

1. Secretary must be present at all monthly Board meetings.

2. Secretary will keep all pertinent records of the Association and process year-end return with CPA.

3. Secretary must be accessible to member’s phone calls and email request within reason.

4. Secretary will send out all fine letters.

5. Secretary will deposit monies received in the name of the Association.

B. Treasurer
Treasurer shall keep account of all monies received.

a. Treasurer will deposit monies received in the name of the Association.

b. He/She shall not pay out or disburse any money of the Association except by check or credit card and only for the purpose of the Association.

c. At all monthly meetings, a financial statement will be provided.

d. At the annual meeting a financial statement of the current financial condition for the preceding year will be provided.

e. Breakdown from each held rodeo to include a listing of new members, permits, fines and any other pertinent information.

f. The treasurer will be responsible for timely updating and up-keep of the TSRA website.

g. Results should be updated by 8:00 am Monday morning following a rodeo.  Results can be posted as unofficial until they are available.

5. All Officers and Directors shall serve without salary exceptions: Secretary – who will receive $400 per month, year-round – The President’s will receive $600 per month, year-round and Treasurer will receive $200 per month year-round.  Directors vote each year.

6. Any Officer or Director will be admitted to all TSRA rodeos upon presentation of his/her Directors card for the purpose of observance or assistance.  The card shall be used for himself/herself ONLY.

7. Directors will be allowed on the announcers’ stand at any given time during the rodeo to fulfill his/her duties.

8. Each director is responsible for appointing a co-director in his/her position.

DIRECTOR’S MEETING

1. The President may call a meeting of the Board of Directors at any time provided each member of the Board is given notice of the meeting.

a. Regular scheduled meetings shall be at least once a month recommended the second Monday of each month or what works best for directors.
2. Any four (4) Directors may also call a meeting provided each member of the Board is given notice of the meeting.

3. At all meetings of the Board of Directors four (4) Directors shall constitute a quorum.

4. If a Director is unable to attend a scheduled Board meeting, he shall appoint his substitute, a member in good standing, to represent his event or office.  The appointed substitute shall be in writing and on file in the TSRA office.

5. If the Director fails to attend two (2) consecutive meetings or fail to fulfill his duties as a director, the remaining Board will have the right to dismiss him and appoint a new Director.

6. Each director and officer shall have one full vote.  A majority vote will decide an issue.  The President shall vote only to break a tie.

7. Directors and/or Officers will not be allowed to vote when motions pertain to them personally.

8. Officers and Directors may be removed at any time with or without cause by a majority vote of the Board of Directors.

9. Resignations of Officers and Directors must be presented to the Board of Directors and will be acted upon and accepted by Board action.

10. The Board of Directors may fill any vacancy among the Officers and Directors by vote of the majority at any meeting.  Such an election is to be for an expired term.

11. Only the Board of Directors will be able to attend meetings.

MEMBERSHIP MEETING

1. At least one general membership meeting shall be held during or at the end of each calendar year (Finals).  The purpose of the general membership meeting will be to make recommendations regarding rules and to elect Officers and Directors.  The general membership cannot make or change rules – only the Board can do this.

2. No member may vote without a current membership card or if he is on the suspended list.

3. No member will be allowed to attend “ANY TSRA” meeting while under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs.

MEMBERSHIP

1. Membership Standards

A. Active membership shall be such professional rodeo participants in good standing with the Association who hold current membership cards, entitling them to all the privileges granted to members by the Association.

B. Any person becoming a member of the Association shall familiarize themselves with the Rules and By-Laws and shall comply and be bound by the same.  Only members in good standing shall be eligible to participate in all activities of the Association and shall be eligible to receive any awards or benefits sanctioned by the rules of the Association.

C. The Board will expect the cooperation of any member when called upon by one of the Association’s officials to represent the Association’s interest regarding enforcement of rules at all approved rodeos or in any manner of official business.  Should the occasion arise for representation at a rodeo, any member in good standing should call the Association office for instructions if no Director or representative is present.

2. Categories of Membership

A. Contestant in the following events: Bareback, Saddle Bronc, Ranch Broncs, Calf Roping, Steer Wrestling, Barrel Racing, Team Roping, Breakaway Roping, Bull Riding and the optional event of Bull Fighting and any other events approved by the Board.

B. Stock Contractors and/or Producers

C. Contract Acts and/or Rodeo Officials

D. Gold Card Lifetime Membership, granted to those members on recommendation by the Board of Directors, who have officially served the Tri State Rodeo Association in past years and showed dedication and outstanding service to the Association and the sport of Rodeo.  They shall be granted all the privileges of regular membership.

E. All above memberships shall be listed in the TSRA Official Rodeo Office.

APPLICATION FOR MEMBERSHIP

1. An individual applying for membership must submit an application form provided by the TSRA Association.

2. Persons under 18 years of age must have his/her parent’s signature on a waiver before being allowed to obtain a card to compete or work at any TSRA Rodeo.  This is to be renewed each year until person is 18 years of age.

3. Labor list hands are not required to hold a membership card but must adhere to all TSRA rules and regulations.

4. TSRA will not sell any membership cards after September 1st based on the number of rodeos left for the current year.

POINTS AWARDS

1. The TSRA points system is set up to determine the Association Champions for each event each year.

2. There will be one point for each dollar won in any TSRA Rodeo in the eight (8) standard events.

3. The high point winner in each of the nine (9) standard events will be named the Champions.  At the end of the year the person with the highest combined points in two or more events will be named the All-Around Champion.

A. In Team Roping only the highest money run will count toward the All-Around.

B. To be eligible for the All-Around (girls/boys) you must win $500 in each of two or more events.

4. The counting of points for each member will begin when their dues are paid.

5. Ground money will not count toward money earned.

6. Points will count for Awards at all rodeos put on by new Stock Contractors for stock approval whether the stock is approved or not.

7. Only animals bucked out in at least three (3) TSRA Rodeos are eligible for Stock of the Year Awards.

a. Stock of the Year Awards are to be voted on by the top 15 finalists in: (BB – SB – BR - RB) by the last performance of the Finals.

b. Stock Contractors must have three (3) $400 added TSRA Rodeos in the current year to qualify for Contractor Awards and to bring their Stock to the Finals.

8. Rookie of the Year Award

a. Points will count through the finals.

b. Any contestant who has ever held a card in any other Rodeo Association (except for a Jr. High or High School or College card) will not be eligible for the Rookie title.  This must be MARKED on the APPLICATION when the contestant purchases his card for the year.  Contestants can only apply for a rookie card one-time, usually the first time you purchase an open card!
c. If you choose to give up your high school or Jr. high status to purchase an open membership this will be your rookie year.  No money earned transfers to an open membership.  You are declaring your rookie status at that time.  
9. Other related awards will be determined by the Board.

10. The cutoff date for points must be announced on the web site at least two weeks prior to that date.

11. TSRA will be responsible for Contract Acts and Stock Contractor year end awards.
UNAPPROVED CONDUCT

1. Any member will be fined, suspended or both from the Association for any of the following offenses: Fines will start at $100 for the first offense, $250 for the second offense.  The board has the right to increase the fine or suspend the contestant if appropriate.
A. Bad Checks

B. Failure to pay hotel bills.
C. Non-payment of Entry fees

D. Fighting on the Rodeo grounds or in the arena

E. Quarreling on the Rodeo grounds or in the arena

F. Threatening, hitting, or quarreling with a Rodeo Official on or off the Rodeo grounds or in the arena

G. Mistreatment of stock

H. Cheating or attempting to cheat

I. Attempting to fix, bribe or influence Judges at any time.
J. Being under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs

K. Not abiding by TSRA dress code while in the arena (proper pants, long sleeve western shirt with collar and tucked in (no knit pullovers allowed), western hat and boots)
L. Conduct or Speech of any kind detrimental to the best interest of the Tri State Rodeo Association or the sport of Rodeo

M. Failure to abide by or disobedience of the By-Laws of the Association
N. Indecent exposure on the Rodeo grounds will result in a fine

O. Foul language in or around the arena, spectator stand, or spectators.

FINES

1. Fines will be imposed at the discretion of the Board with a minimum of $5.00 and a maximum of $500.00.

2. All Rodeo “NO SHOWS”, “TURN OUTS” and automatic fines are due in the TSRA office prior to entering the next TSRA Rodeo or speaking to the office as to when the fine will be paid.

3. All fines WILL be paid prior to participation in the TSRA finals.

4. Failure to pay fines either imposed or automatic will result in suspension.

5. When fines are given – the director must be given a copy of the letter.

6. Fines are classified in two ways – Non-Intentional and Intentional.

CONTRACT ACTS / REQUIREMENTS
Contract Acts represents: Rodeo Secretaries, Announcers, Timers, Judges, Flag Judges, Pickup Men, Rodeo Clowns, Bullfighters, Barrel Man, Photographers and Specialty Acts.

1. Before you can work at a TSRA Rodeo you must purchase your card before the first performance. This will be the responsibility of the Stock Contractor/Producer to see that this is carried out.

2. Contract Acts personnel may purchase a permit for approval purposes only.  If individuals have ever been a member of TSRA you may not purchase a permit – you must get a card.

3. All TSRA approved rodeos require 2 stop watches in a hundredth of a second.

4. All Photographers working inside the Arena must have a current TSRA card and be dressed according to the dress code (except for the hat).

5. The Contract Acts Director shall be the spokesman for all the personnel listed in the above section.

6. There must be two (2) qualified Bull Fighters in the Arena during Bull Riding.  In case of emergency or due to a Bull Fighter injury the Stock Contractor has the authority to appoint a capable person to substitute for the position.  All Bull Fighters must be approved by the Board.

7. Bull Fighters, Pick Up men, Secretaries, Timekeepers must work three (3) TSRA Rodeos to be eligible for the Finals.  Clowns and announcers are exempt from this requirement to work the finals.

DUTIES OF THE ARENA DIRECTOR
1. The Arena Director must be a member in good standing and hold a current card before working any TSRA approved Rodeos.  Arena Directors must present himself/herself to the judges and secretary.

a. Arena Directors must work three (3) TSRA approved rodeos to be eligible for the finals.
Cowboy’s Riding Events – Timed Events

1. Keep the Rodeo moving

2. See that the arena is clear

3. See that the Rough Stock contestants know that stock is in the chutes and ready to be rigged

4. See that Timed Event contestants run in order and that the correct stock is in the chute.

Cowgirl Barrel Racing Event

1. See that the alleyway and the arena are clear of people and obstacles before and during the barrel race.

2. Will be responsible for calling Barrel Racers according to posted positions.

3. Should a Barrel Racer ask for the Arena gate to be closed for safety reasons the Arena Director may do so.

4. The Arena Director makes sure individuals are in the arena to set up knocked over barrels.

NEW STOCK CONTRACTORS

1. New Stock Contractors shall read and follow all TSRA Rules and Regulations.

STOCK CONTRACTOR/PRODUCER

1. Once a Stock Contractor becomes inactive one (1) year or more he must be re-approved by the Board before he can produce any TSRA rodeos.

2. Stock Contractor is responsible for making sure that all Rodeos officials and Contract Acts person, who work his rodeo are current card holders and in good standings.

a. Failure to do so will be an automatic fine of $50.00 to $250.00.   The amount of the fine must be determined by the Board of Directors.

b. Labor list personnel are exempt.

3. Stock Contractor must list correct information for his Rodeos for the web page.
4. Stock Contractor cannot sanction a rodeo within 90 days in the same town that a rodeo is already booked.

5. Stock Contractor and/or Rodeo Committees are responsible for all added money.

a. All exhibitions must be approved by the Stock Contractor (See Exhibition Requirements).

b. Permit entries must not interfere with cardholder choice of date or time to contest (see Rodeo Entry).

6. Stock Contractor must see that the Arena conditions meet TSRA requirements (see Arena Conditions).

7. Stock Contractor must provide a place for the Official Rodeo Timekeepers, Secretary and Announcers to work without obstruction or interference.

8. Stock Contractors must post the Order of Events at each Rodeo.

a. The same order shall be used in the slack at the Contractors discretion.

9. All Stock Contractors must own a minimum of ten (10 head of TSRA approved bulls and a minimum of ten (10) head of horses for each Saddle Bronc and Bareback event.  Stock Contractor must have a minimum often (10) head of stock for all other events.  More stock may be required for these events depending on the number of contestants entering.

10. No Bulls can be bucked out more than two (2) times in one night.

11. Stock Contractor must have one extra head of Saddle Bronc, Ranch Broncs and Bareback horses over the number of contestants for each performance for a re-ride animal.

12. All Stock must weigh the required amount and meet other specified requirements set by each event (see Rodeo Stock).

13. Stock Contractors and Producers may be fined and/or suspended for failure to abide by any of the rules and the following offenses.

a. Being under the influence of liquor or illegal drugs

b. Failure to pay added money required or advertised

c. Leaving bad debts in any town connected with the production of a TSRA Rodeo
d. Breach of a bona fide contract involving any TSRA member (TSRA shall honor and act only on written contracts: Stock Contractors, Producers, Contract Acts, etc., included).

14. Stock Contractor has the authority to give two-head of stock in all events where necessary.

a. If less than three (3) contestants are entered in an event the committee can cancel the event.

b. If an event is canceled because there are not enough entries the added money for that may be used for mount money.

c. Added money for a canceled event not paid as mount money will revert to its sponsor.
d. At Stock Contractor’s discretion in Bareback, Saddle Bronc, Ranch Broncs, and Bull Riding contestants can enter twice per event.  He will pay double fees, and all money earned counts.
15. Stock Contractors must see that all necessary equipment for the contesting events such as (livestock flanks, 55-gallon drums, working electric timers, box pads) are at the Rodeo.

16. Stock Contractor is responsible for flanking the Rough Stock to buck at the best of their ability.

17. Stock Contractor must post on the web page (along with other Rodeo details) if the Bull Riding is to be featured first.

18. Stock Contractors will receive a $11.00 stock charge.

19. Stock Contractors must hold/supply the Stock for three (3) $400 added TSRA or six (4) co-sanction approved rodeos in the current year to be eligible to supply stock at the Finals.  This stock may be chosen from his complete herd.

20. For the Horse or Bull of the Year award that animal must have been bucked out at three (3) TSRA approved rodeos in the current year.

21. Any stock to be used and designated in and for a TSRA Rodeo cannot be used for any other jackpot, open rodeo, etc., until the completion of the TSRA Rodeo. This stock is only for TSRA contestants at rodeo time.

22. Any jackpot, junior barrel race, etc., that coincides with a TSRA Rodeo in the same rodeo arena must have a barrel pattern different than the TSRA pattern.  Barrels must be at least 15 feet off the TSRA official rodeo pattern.

23. Producers must be a member and will be responsible for all fines at any rodeo that he produces.

24. Stock Contractors must run the Breakaway Roping after the Calf Roping.

25. A Stock Contractor may feature any one Event with a maximum of Double added money.

26. No hot shots or electric prods allowed inside the arena; does not include working pens or behind chutes.

27. Stock for the timed events is not allowed to leave the rodeo grounds once drawn.  The exception is when there is no place to leave the stock secure or if that stock will not be used for the next rodeo draw.
28. If for any event stock that has been previously drawn in a performance is unaccounted for at the next draw, $50 per missing stock will be fined to the stock contractor.
First Aid Requirements

1. The Stock Contractor and Producer of each TSRA Rodeo shall be required to provide First Responders and/or ambulance and adequate first aid facilities and/or medical personnel for all performances, slack, and contesting incidents thereto.

a. Should the Stock Contractor and Producer fail to abide by the above rule he/she should be subject to a fine by the Board.
APPROVED RODEO REQUIREMENTS

1. Before a Contractor has an approval Rodeo at least four (4) Board members must go to one of these rodeos unless he is an established Stock Contractor, and he must use TSRA Judges and Secretary at his TSRA Rodeo.

2. All TSRA approved rodeos must be posted on the web prior to the rodeo dates (the deadline for upcoming rodeos scheduled is the15th of each prior month).
a. Should the Stock Contractor and Producer fail to abide by the above rules he/she shall be subject to a minimum fine of $250.00.  The amount of the fine must be determined by the Board of Directors.

b. If a Stock Contractor/Producer has submitted all required and the correct information to the Rodeo office by the deadline date and such information fails to appear or is incorrect due to TSRA office error, then a postcard with postage will be sent out to notify the membership at the expense of the TSRA rodeo office.

c. Any approved TSRA Rodeo will be listed on the web page.  Jackpots and other matched events may be posted.  
3. Any approved TSRA Rodeo must have a minimum of $400 added per event and 125 contestants. TSRA will pay $200 in added money per event with the above requirements met.  

4. A $100 sanction fee is due to the TSRA office prior to date of rodeo.  This should be payable when the rodeo is booked and added to the schedule on the web site.

5. A membership rodeo or any member rodeo means you must be a current card holder and in good standing to compete in that rodeo.

RODEO STOCK REQUIREMENTS

General Statement:

All rodeo stock must be healthy and in fit condition for Rodeo competition.

Unsatisfactory Animals: An Event Representative may declare animals unsatisfactory.  Upon notification, either written or verbal (with verbal notification supported with documentation), the stock contractor or Rodeo Committee shall eliminate such animals(s) from competition draw.  Continued use of said animal(s) after notification will result in a $250 fine per competition levied against the offending party.  Any contestant competing in the riding events on an unsatisfactory animal used after notification shall be given an option of a re-ride.  If an animal is declared unsatisfactory, and such elimination causes a stock contractor to be short of stock, said stock contractor shall be subject to the appropriate fine.  Unsatisfactory animal(s)may be reinstated with approval by the Event Representative of an application for reinstatement.  For purposes of the Rule, “unsatisfactory” shall be defined for riding event stock as recurring instances where the animal is dangerous in the chute, runs off, fights the chute flips, falls, stumbles consistently, runs into fences, stops, is a head-slinging bull or has a bucking pattern that makes the animal extremely dangerous to contestants.  Riding event stock shall also be considered unsatisfactory when the animal’s use consistently results in a re-ride for a contestant or where its removal is necessary for animal humane reasons.
No Change of Events:  If an animal has been declared unsatisfactory for an event, that animal may not be used for another event without the approval of the Event Representative.  

Definition of Unsatisfactory in Timed Events: A Timed Event Representative may declare a timed event animal or herd of animals, unsatisfactory if the animal (1) is considered by the Timed Event Representative to be unhealthy or not suitable for competition. (2) has in the past caused safety concerns for a contestant or his horse (3) would cause an uneven competition, if used, (4) has in the past demonstrated a disposition to act in a manner which may cause Bylaws or Rules violations or humane problems if used in a timed event, or (5) does not comply with one or more provisions of the Bylaws or Rules or is such animal’s use would result in a violation of one or more Bylaws or Rules.  At a given rodeo, the declaration of an animal as being unsatisfactory must be made prior to the establishment of the herd for that given rodeo.  Should an entire herd be declared unsatisfactory in accordance with guidelines established above, the stock contractor would be allowed ten (10) days from the date of notification to replace that entire herd with acceptable cattle.
1. A minimum of ten (10) head of stock is recommended in each of the 8 standard events.  More head of stock may be required depending on the number of contestants.
2. All Rough Stock must be fire branded or ear tagged so a contestant can identify them (not just by name).

a. All bull’s horns must be cut back to about the size of a fifty- cent piece.  No splintered horns.

3. Dogging steers must weigh 450-600 lbs. and must be of the same breed.  Horns must be at least 9 inches long and adequately shaped for steer wrestling.  Dogging steers may not be used in any other event at the rodeo.

a. Horns must be tipped and blunted.  Failure to do so will result in a fine.

4. Team Roping steers must weigh 450-700 lbs. and must have good and as equally matched horns as possible.

a. Plastic horns are not acceptable.

5. All timed event cattle are to be trailed at least one (1) time before they are drawn.

6. Once cattle have been designated for a particular event there will be no swapping between events without both event Directors’ approval.

7. No time event cattle can be carried over from one year to the next unless approved by that event director.
8. If the Director approaches a Stock Contractor to cut or change cattle in a Timed Event, he/she must do so, or he is automatically fined $50.00 per head. 
9. For rerun stock to be returned to the roping chute at least three (3) animals must be returned at a time.  No animal can be returned alone.
10. If for any event stock that has been previously drawn for in a performance is unaccounted for at the next draw, a $50 per missing stock will be fined to the stock contractor.  
11. Stock for the timed events is not allowed to leave the rodeo grounds once drawn.  The exception is when there is no place to leave the stock secure or if that stock will not be used for the next rodeo draw.
CALF ROPING STOCK REQUIREMENTS

1. Stock must weigh 180-250 lbs. and must not vary more than 50 lbs.  The calves must be as evenly matched as possible and objectionable animals removed from the draw.  Stock Contractors must carry at least ten (10) calves to a rodeo.

2. All calves must be trailed at least one (1) time and tied before the draw.

3. Reruns must be drawn after the performance.

4. If there are more calves than ropers at any performance, all calves must be put into the draw or taken out for the entire rodeo.

5. If the Director approaches a Stock Contractor to cut cattle in a Timed Event, he must do so or be automatically fined from $50.00 to $250.00.  The amount of a fine is to be determined by the Board.

6. If the calves are not properly prepared the Stock Contractor will be fined.  Amount to be determined by the Board.

STOCK CONTRACTOR DUTIES IN BARREL RACING

1. No plastic barrels can be used at a TSRA rodeo.  If the Stock Contractor uses plastic barrels, he/she will be fined $50.00 to $250.00.  The amount of the fine to be determined by the Board.

2. It is required that added money in the Barrel Race be equal to the other major events.

3. This is a ladies Barrel Racing event.  Boys or men will not be allowed to compete.

4. If there is a Ground Rule about the gate being Closed, at a rodeo, then it shall be closed to all contestants.  This must be posted where stock and position are posted.

a. Should a barrel racer ask for the gate to be closed on her run for safety reasons the Arena Director may do so.

5. Must provide the Secretary of each rodeo with a measurement chart available through the TSRA Secretary.

6. When possible, a Contract Act should be used preceding the Barrel Racing to insure the proper working order of the electric timers.

7. Stock Contractors must run the Barrel Racing immediately after the Team Roping, except for a Contract Act.

8. Stock Contractors must have working electric timers at all TSRA Rodeos.

a. Failure to have working electric timers at one rodeo will result in a warning.  The second rodeo without working electric timers will result in a $100.00 fine and for every rodeo after it will result in a progressive fine.  

b. The electric timers must be set up and tested before the first event in each paid performance.

c. If the electric timers do not work manual timers will be used.

d. Contractors may rent timers at their own expense from any other association or individual that they consider reputable, but he is responsible for those timers.

e. Barrels will be set inside the stake at all rodeos.

ARENA CONDITION REQUIREMENTS

1.  Any Director, contestant or spokesman have the authority to inform the Stock contractor/Producer or Rodeo Committee of hazardous Arena conditions such as bad ground, poor fencing, inadequate bucking chutes, etc., and management is required to fulfill requests for the safety of the contestants.

a. Ground shall be spaded or chopped then harrowed off and spread evenly (no clumps of dirt or rows)
b. Should the ground be extremely wet, every effort shall be made to drain the water
c. Should the ground be extremely dry or dusty, every effort shall be made to water it down enough to settle the dust
d. Sandy ground that tends to dig out and get deep should be wet and packed before the Rodeo performance
e. All ground should be reworked before the Slack is run

f. Stock Contractor/Producer must drag or rake around the barrels after ten (10) barrel racers or be subjected to a fine.  They have the option to drag evenly within the 10 if deem. 
g. Judges shall have the right to stop the barrel racing during a performance or slack due to “unsafe ground” conditions.

h. Judges shall check the grounds and alley for safety prior to the start of the rodeo.

CONDUCT OF RODEO

General Statement

1. Each contestant and or contract performer will receive upon his entry or reporting to fulfill his contract a pass for himself/herself “ONLY” for the date he/she is entered unless other arrangements are approved by the Board.  If needed the contestant must show his membership card upon entering the gate.

a. Members will not be charged admittance while watching slack.
2. Any Officers or Director will be admitted at all TSRA Rodeos upon presentation of his/her TSRA Directors card for purposes of observance or assistance.

3. Any rodeo with Ground Rules contradictory to or in addition to TSRA rules must have said rules approved by the Directors of the Events that they apply to.

RAINOUTS – POSTPONEMENT

1. Stock Contractor has authority for the rescheduling or postponement of a Rodeo if inclement weather conditions are such that it would be a handicap for contestants to compete or said weather would make the Arena conditions dangerous and it is unlikely for the weather conditions to change before the Rodeo starts (outdoor arenas).

2. At rodeos where one performance is rained out and moved to another day stock and positions will be drawn one hour before the rescheduled performance for only those contestants that are paid up.

a. If one performance is called off and cannot be rescheduled the Rodeo will be paid off as one and points “Will not count” for year-end standings and “Will Count” as a rodeo attended.

3. In the event of bad weather during a performance all events must be run unless all performances are called off.

RODEO SECRETARY

1. All rodeo secretaries must be members in good standing and hold a current card before working any TSRA approved rodeo.

2. It is the secretary’s duty and responsibility to make sure all entries are free from fines and back entry fees.

3. All entries must have a contestant’s card number to be valid.

a. All exhibitions must be approved by the Stock Contractor (see Exhibition Requirements).

4. All secretaries must abide by all Official Rodeo Rules (and follow specifications set for rodeo entry, entry fees and payoffs).

5. NO PAYOUTs to be made at rodeos before the completion of the rodeo-to give the secretary time to figure out results or at secretary’s discretion.
6. Rodeo secretaries must email/call/or fax rodeo results by Sunday 3:00 pm to the person assigned to keep the web site updated.

a. He/she must email, fax, or call in all fines and “no shows” along with the results on the first working day after the last performance of the Rodeo to the office.

b. Collect calls will not be accepted.

c. Rodeo results, paperwork, money won, fines paid and back entry fees, etc. must be mailed to the Official TSRA office within 5 days after the final rodeo performance. 

d. See Official Rodeo Rules for the secretary’s duties concerning affiliated rodeos.

e. Failure to comply with the above Rodeo Results Rules shall be an automatic $100 fine.

7. A complete record of all contestants and scores for each Rodeo must be sent to the Official TSRA Secretary by Friday following the last performance of the Rodeo.
a. Call-in entries and card number records must be sent to the TSRA office.

8. Rodeo Secretaries must post a copy of the contestant running order, barrel pattern and the number of animals drawn and the order of events for contestants to see.  This should be posted in an easily accessible place.

a. All rodeo secretaries must post the entries and markings (times or scores) of the previous performances of that rodeo.

b. Failure to abide by the above rules will result in an automatic fine.

9. All sheets submitted by the judges must be fixed so that a copy can be made and then posted.

a. Judges must use separate sheets for the show, all slack, and the next performance.

10. The number of places and percentage of payoffs must be recorded in the secretary’s books before the stock is drawn.

11. Any error in payoff will be reposted to the secretary’s books before the stock is drawn.


12. Money that is paid off after the rodeo is final unless an error has been made in figuring out the books at the close of a rodeo.

a. Overpayment must be returned upon request.  Failure to do so will place an individual on the suspended list and he/she will be subject to a fine to be determined by the Board.

13. All contestants who win or place at any rodeo must sign a receipt for the money that they collect and is to count his/her winnings before leaving the place of payment.  TSRA will not be responsible for any underpayment of contestant winnings.  This is the responsibility of the rodeo secretary and the contestant.

a. The Rodeo secretary will be responsible for mailing all contestant winnings within 3 days of the last performance.

14. All contestant winners shall be paid in cash or by money order in the mail.

MEMBERSHIP DUES

1. Dues for membership are nonrefundable and nontransferable – can be paid with a check.

2. Annual memberships run from January 1 to December 31 of the year purchased.  $125.00 Open membership, Contract Acts cards will be $65.  A Contract Acts card is a non-contesting card.

3. NO PERMIT ALLOWED for contract acts card.

a. Contract acts is for pickup men, Secretaries, Flagmen, Bull Fighters.  
b. The timer’s membership fee is $25.00.  
c. Judge membership is $100.00.  
d. Young men and women that hold a current NHSRA or JR. High Card may buy a High School card for $60.00.  No points will count for year-end awards.

e. Dues must be paid before an individual participates in any TSRA Rodeo in any capacity (except Permits-see permit rule) to receive points.

PERMITS

1. Non-member contestants may enter a TSRA Rodeo with the purchase of a Permit.  Permits cost $20.00 per rodeo.  Each permit is good for one rodeo only.

a. Anyone under 18 years old must have a parent or guardian signature on a waiver for each permit before being allowed to compete in any TSRA Rodeo.

2. Contestants can buy a permit all year and not join, however money won on a permit will not count toward the year-end championship standings.

3. No Permit fee is refundable nor does a permit fee count as part of the purchase price of a membership rodeo.

RODEO ENTRY

1. The rodeo office must have a telephone number listed on the web with a specified call-in date indicating the period (am/pm) for call- in (at least 4 hours which the books will be open and close).  Entries taken by text must get a confirmed answer to be entered if offered.
2. All entries must be called in by telephone to the designated number listed per the rodeo information.

a. Permits accepted shall not interfere with a member’s choice of date or time to contest but must be scheduled to compete as needed by the Stock Contractor (see Permits).

b. All exhibitions must be approved by the Stock contractor (see Exhibition Requirements).

3. A contestant can request the performance but may not always get the preference.

4. A contestant may enter four (4) contestants per event per phone call except for Team Roping with a maximum of four (4) teams.

a. When a rodeo is being held, and two (2) slacks are indicated the first slack (before rodeo) is to be considered a performance and entries for that slack may be taken as such provided spectator performance(s) are filled first.

b. All performances must be filled before slack is considered with Stock Contractor’s approval.

c. Slack shall be determined by drawing from the entries taken in each event for each performance date.

d. If slack is to be run after the rodeo performance or at any other time it should be posted on the web along with rodeo dates.

ENTRY FEES
1. The TSRA will not guarantee entry fees.

2. NO personal checks will be accepted for entry fees:  CASH ONLY!!!
3. All fees must be paid prior to competing in the rodeo.

4. All entry fees will be $85.00 per entry except TR, BB, SB, RB
5. Team Roping which will be $85.00 – 1 run and $170 for 2 runs.  TR per man - $5.00 TSRA fee / $2.00 judges fee / $8.00 stock charges. $5.00 awards fee
a. $85.00 entry fee (cr/baw/sw/gbr,br) $10.00 TSRA fee / $4.00 judges fee / $16.00 stock charge or $11.00 timer’s fee (GBR) / $5.00 awards fee
b. $70.00 entry fee (bb, sb, rb) $10.00 TSRA fee / $4.00 judges fee / $16.00 stock charge / $5.00 awards fee
· Barrel Racing: $85.00 entry fee - $10.00 TSRA fee / $11.00 timer fee / $4.00 judge’s fee / $5.00 awards fee)
· Barrel Race Exhibition: $10.00 fee ($6.00 TSRA / $2.00 Secretary / $2.00 Stock Contractor)

· All events will be assessed an 8% association fee before payout.
· Bull riders enter one night only, unless the stock contractor advertises double entries, on a two-night rodeo.

PAYOFF SET SCALE

1. Contestants must check monies and sign a receipt for monies won at a TSRA rodeo.

2. Payoff Scale for (cr/baw/sw/gbr,br) –will be Paid 1 for every five (5).

3. Payoff Scale for (tr) will be Paid 1 for every six (6).

4. Payoff Scale for (bb/sb/rb) will be Paid 1 for every two (2).

5. Barrel Racing, breakaway, calf, roping, steer wrestling, and bull riding will be paid as follows:

8. Payoffs at rodeos will be based on the number of paid entries.  All “no shows” / turnouts will be turned into the TSRA office, and those persons shall be placed on the suspended list.  There is a $50.00 fine fee plus entry fee due to the office prior to entering the next rodeo.  If fees are collected before the start of the rodeo, money will go to the prize money in that event with no fine.  Must compete to get rodeo count.
9. The payoff for a long go / short go will be determined if necessary.

AVERAGES
1. Advertised 2-go Rodeos must have a minimum of $800 or more added money (see Rodeo requirements).

a. Advertised 2-go rodeos must pay each go and an average.  Monies in each go and the average are to be split equally and paid off according to each event set pay scale according to the number of contestants and percentages (only up to 6 places each).

2. In any regular TSRA-approved rodeo the Stock Contractor has the authority to give two (2) head of stock in all events when necessary.  When this is done, entry fees will be 1 ½ times the set amount.

a. Contestants may not run out stock but must compete on every head of stock drawn for him/her in that event to place in the average.

3. When two-head of stock are given with ten (10) or more contestants an average must be paid.  The average shall be paid as follows:

a. Two go-round average shall pay the same as a one go-round – a three go-round shall pay 1 ½ times the amount of a go-round, four go-round or more shall pay two times the amount of a go-round.

b. Any rodeo with two go-rounds and less than 10 contestants only an average is paid.

GROUND MONEY

1. Ground money will be paid out but “NO” ground money will be paid out at TSRA finals rodeo.

2. Ground money will be split between contestants placing in the event equally.
3. If there are no Qualifiers in the event ground money will be split equally between TSRA and the stock contractor.

EXHIBITION REQUIREMENTS

1. All exhibitions must be approved by the Stock Contractor at his discretion and rodeo secretaries and announcers must be notified of such.

2. A Stock Contractor may ask contestants to exhibition to fill his performances if necessary; however, no contestant may exhibition before contesting in his/her event and receiving a qualified time or score.

3. All exhibitions are timed and recorded to keep runs even.

4. No Barrel Racer shall run an exhibition run before her money run nor shall anyone make an exhibition run on a contest horse before his money run.

DRAWING OUT – ENTRY FEE REFUND

1. Drawing out after the books are closed is allowed up to 24 hours before the start of the first performance and at Stock Contractors’ discretion. You will be placed on the suspended list.  To be taken off the suspended list you must pay $50.00 plus your fees prior to entering the next TSRA rodeo.  If the entry fee is paid at the rodeo you enter, then there is no fine due if you draw out.  Money will go to the prize money in that event.
To be excused from the fine the decision is made by the Board of Directors.

2. No rodeo that completed its contract shall be responsible for the return of a contestant’s entry fees if he has contested in an event once during the rodeo.

3. Under no circumstances will any entry fees be refunded.

DOCTOR – VET RELEASE

1. To be valid a doctor or vet release must be on their letterhead and must be an original (no copies) and must be postmarked no later than seven (7) days after the last performance of the rodeo that he/she entered.  If later than seven (7) days, the release will not be accepted.

a. Doctor and Vet excuses will be limited to two (2) per contest year.

b. No contestant will be refunded any entry fees because of illness or injury to his/her horse.

c. A fine of $50.00 plus entry fee will be imposed on anyone entering and failing to show up (NO SHOW).  A doctor’s excuse or vet excuse submitted to the TSRA office postmarked within two days can eliminate the fine at the Boards discretion.   
DUTIES OF TIMEKEEPERS

1. Timekeepers must have purchased a current card and be a member in good standing to work any TSRA approved rodeos.

2. Timekeepers must have worked three (3) TSRA approved rodeos to be eligible to work the finals.

3. Timekeepers who are up for approval (see Contract Acts Requirements).

4. Timekeepers must provide their own stopwatches (digital).  Timed Events except GBR will be timed in tenths.

5. No timekeeper may perform in any event at a rodeo where he/she is officially working.

6. All rodeos are required to use two stopwatches that are in the tenths of a second.

7. Management must provide a place for timers to work without obstruction or interference.

8. Timers for a rodeo may not be changed after the first performance except for sickness or injury at the request of an Association official because of the timer’s incompetence or through the agreement of the Stock Contractor, Judges and Association officials.

a. The timer who times the first performance of a riding event must time that riding event for the duration of that rodeo except for the above provided in this rule.

b. Timekeeper(s) timing rough stock must start their watch by watching the Flagman.

c. There will be 2 timers – the Rodeo Secretary is not allowed to be one of the timers.

BARREL RACING EVENT

1. Electric timers are to be backed up by TWO (2) stopwatches in a hundredth of a second.  Time will be recorded as follows: electric timer first then stopwatch time, second stopwatch time, and then the average of both stopwatch times.  Average time will be used to determine the winners if the stopwatch times are needed.

a. When any time (electric timers and/or stopwatch) are used all digits must be recorded up to the thousandths, if available, and these times must be used to determine the winners.

b. If the electric timers fail to work and the timekeepers do not get a stopwatch time the barrel racer will receive a rerun with no penalty assessed.

2. If the electric timer fails to operate the contestant will have the option to declare as to rerun or take the stopwatch time.  This decision must be made before the stopwatch time is announced.  She will carry all penalties into her rerun.

a. If a Barrel Racer requests a rerun, she may choose to run after the final barrel racer of the performance or immediately after the completion of the rodeo/slack.

b. If the electric timer fails again to operate, she will take her last stopwatch time.

3. In the event of electric timer malfunction:

a. If the electric timer fails to work the manual backup times will be used for the Official times for all contestants.  All electric times will be disregarded.

b. Manual times must be recorded in the hundredths of a second only.

JUDGES AND OFFICIALS

1. All Judges and Flagmen must be members in good standing and hold a current card before working any TSRA approved Rodeo.

a. Judges, Timers, and Flagmen must be person(s) of experience.  If the Association does not consider the persons chosen by a given rodeo to have adequate experience, they will expect cooperation from the rodeo management in replacing the unsatisfactory Judges, Timers and/or Flagmen.  Judges are set up by the Contract Acts Director for each rodeo.
b. Any member who wishes to be a Judge must be approved by the Board of Directors and should attend one of the Judging Clinics conducted by the TSRA (per year) if held.

c. Any person not approved of Judging may appeal and show cause why he/she should be approved.  This can be done by sending a letter to the TSRA Secretary.  The person will then be called before the Board for evaluation and reconsideration.  A person may not appeal the second time until 90 days have passed.

2. A member who has been on the suspended list cannot accept any Judging job until six (6) months from the date that his name was removed from the suspended list.  Any member who has been on the suspended list twice is automatically barred from Judging.

3. A line or barrier Judge who is also a time event contestant may work his/her event while judging by hiring a qualified Judge to judge his event.  Said hired Judge is to judge that event during the entire rodeo.  This must be approved by the Stock Contractor prior to the performance.

4. All Judges and Officials are responsible for reading and knowing all event rules.

5. Judges’ sheets must be made in triplet: one for the Secretary, one to be posted and one for the Judges.

a. Separate Judge’s sheets are to be used during the show, all slack, and the next performance.

b. Barrel Pattern etc. must be made in triplet: One for the secretary, one for posting and one for the Judge.

6. Judges MUST be at a rodeo site in ample time prior to the rodeo performance to fulfill his duties regarding event rule requirements, stock requirements and arena conditions.

7. Should anything happen to a judge during the rodeo in the Riding events or Field Flagging, the rodeo Secretary will divide the Total purse in proportion to the number of contestants that have finished contesting in each event up to the point of the judge becoming incapacitated and pay off accordingly.  A new judge will then be elected, and the remainder of the events affected judged and paid off as if it were another rodeo.

a. Or the payoff shall remain as one rodeo to be determined by a majority vote of those events affected at the performance. 

8. All JUDGES (as well as Stock Contractors) ARE REQUIRED to have the necessary equipment to perform their duty according to each event’s rules.  Must have a rule book in his possession.

a. Such as flags, barrels and timer stakes, tape measure, barrier score lines, stopwatch etc….
9. All Judges must work at least three (3) TSRA approved rodeos to be considered for working the finals.

10. All new Judges (see contract acts).

11. All approved Judges will receive at least $100.00 per performance by the stock contractor or committee plus the TSRA $2.00 per entry and must be approved by the Board to be put on the Judge’s list.

12. All slack held prior to a performance (morning only) additional $100 is due to the judge by stock contractor or committee.

JUDGES – DRAWING STOCK

1. All stock in contest events must be drawn by the Judges.  There must always be as many as three (3) copies made of the draw.  The original copy will be for the Secretary’s official records.  A receptacle containing stock numbers must be shaken between each number drawn.  Drawing must be conducted so that any contestant may witness the draw.

2. There must be three-head of stock drawn for re-rides in each performance after stock is drawn and posted along with the performance draw.  Three feature animals may be held out of this drawing and may be returned to the draw for the next performance.

a. Any stock in the original draw that is turned out will automatically go into the re-ride if needed.

b. The one head of stock drawn for re-ride stock will be used first before the turnouts or no-show stock is used.

c. The Stock Contractor must have one extra head of Saddle Bronc, Ranch Bronc and Bareback horses over the number of contestants for each performance for a re-ride animal.

3. All Rough Stock must be drawn on the rodeo grounds not more than three hours prior to each performance.

4. In all events a full go-round of stock must be drawn before they can be redrawn for a second run.  No stock can be run twice in the same performance.

5. No Bull can be bucked out more than two times in one night.

6. Stock in the Timed Events must be drawn by the Flag Judge of that event.  Flag Judge cannot rope, dog or haze in any event that he flags.  The person appointed to flag is the only one qualified to deliver a decision.

7. All Timed Event stock can be drawn three (3) hours prior to the rodeo performance.  All slack stock can be drawn at the end of the performance prior to starting slack.  

8. All splits must be made at least one hour prior to the rodeo performance.

JUDGES – RIDING EVENTS

1. The ride and the animal are to be marked separately.  Mark the ride according to how much the rider spurs the horse/bull.  Mark the ride from one (1) to twenty-five (25) and use the full spread.

2. If a horse stalls coming out of the chute either Judge may tell the rider to take his feet out of the horse’s neck and the first jump qualification will be waived.

a. A rider may be disqualified for not following the Judges instructions to take his feet from the neck of the horse stalled in the chute.

3. Contestants may pull riggings and pull ropes from either side in all riding events.

4. If an animal that is drawn in a Riding Event or Timed Event becomes sick or crippled before it is competed on, a Judge must pass on the animal’s inability to be used before it can be skipped or replaced in the draw.

5. In all Riding Events Judges must be in a good position to see the front of the stock.

6. Any Judge failing to comply with the instructions of the Association will be declared ineligible.

7. When a decision is made by the Judge or Barrier Judge and the contestant wishes to protest it, he shall be allowed to do so at that time and then the matter will be discussed after the show.  Any further delaying action either by the contestant or the Judge shall result in disciplinary action by the Board.

8. A Judge cannot judge more than two (2) rodeos in succession for the same Stock Contractor.

9. Only one (1) Judge is required to give a re-ride and the other Judge must honor his decision.

10. Judges must make themselves available on the announcers stand for a minimum period of ten (10) minutes immediately following each performance for any possible question and answer session desired by the contestant.

11. A Judge with a complaint against him, after being notified by a certified letter, will be given ten (10) days to call or write an appeal.  He will be allowed to Judge one rodeo after notification.

12. In BB & SB if a contestant misses a horse out the Judge will drop a flag immediately and the contestant will be automatically disqualified.

13. Contestants will not be allowed to exhibition stock prior to mounting his go-round animal in the rough stock events.

14. If both Judges are on the same side and a cowboy make a qualified ride, he will be given a free roll on the blind side.  This applies in Bareback and Saddle Bronc riding.

15. Judges must have a stopwatch and time the rider during Rough Stock events.

16. One Judge will have a stopwatch in the Rough Stock and the other Judge will have a flag to start the time for the timekeeper.

RERIDES

1. Re-rides must be given in all Riding Events.  There will be NO re-rides or re-runs in any event after the final payoff.

2. If the flank comes off an animal the rider is entitled to a re-ride if he makes a qualified ride.

3. If an animal runs off, stops, or fails to continue bucking the rider has the privilege of taking the same animal back or the rider may have a re-ride drawn.  If the rider takes the same animal, he must take that marking.  If an animal falls at any time after the gate opens, the contestant can either take that marking or take the same animal back.

a. If more than one (1) re-ride is given on the same animal the stock charge will be given to the awards of that event – that’s if the horse/bull fails to buck.

4. If an animal that runs off is already drawn for another contestant, that contestant must take the animal already drawn at the discretion of the Judges.

a. If the Stock Contractor and the contestant agree such an animal may be taken out immediately before or after the performance and before the next contestant gets the animal.

b. If a re-ride is given and the animal is already drawn the first contestant will have the animal first.

5. Judges will award re-rides immediately when deserved rather than the contestant having to ask for one.

6. If any part of an animal (Bareback, Saddle Bronc Horse or Bull) falls and its belly touches the ground the cowboy is entitled to a re-ride providing he declares himself.

7. If a horse/bull dismounts a rider by using any contact with the fence, chute gate or chute or running head on into the same he will be given a re-ride at the Judge’s discretion.  If the rider intentionally pulls himself off at the time of contact using either hand, he will not be given a re-ride.  This is also at the Judge’s discretion.

JUDGES DUTIES – BARRIERS AND SCORELINES

1. A ten (10) second penalty will be added to a contestant time for breaking or beating the barrier.  In all Timed Events a barrier will not be considered broken unless the ring drops within ten (10) feet of the post.  Barrier equipment must be inspected by a judge before each timed event.  If the equipment is faulty, it must be replaced.  Should a barrier break at any other than a designated breaking point, the decision is up to the Barrier Judge.  If a contestant obviously beats the barrier but the staples are pulled, or the barrier rope is broken, and the string is unbroken the Barrier Judge may assess a ten (10) second penalty.  Otherwise, this will not be considered a broken barrier.  Should a horse rear at the pin and its front feet cross the barrier prior to the release of the pin, this constitutes a barrier penalty.

2. A barrier must be used at all approved TSRA rodeos in both roping, steer wrestling and team roping.  The length of the barrier to be decided according to the length of the box and the arena size.  Team roping minimum 4’ feet under.
3. Judges and Stock Contractor are responsible for seeing that the barriers are in place before the first performance begins.

4. The Barrier Judge shall be sure that nobody can stand close enough to the barrier or barrier equipment to tamper with the same.

5. Once the score line has been set in the Timed Events it will not be changed at that rodeo, nor can the length of the box be changed.

6. A ten (10) foot tape must be on hand for the Barrier Judge.

7. The height of the barrier in Timed Events shall be from 32” to 36” and measured at the center of the box.

JUDGES – TIMED EVENTS

1. The Field Judge and gate opener in Timed Events must not be changed during the entire rodeo.

2. The decision, of the Judges, Flagmen and Timers who have been passed upon by the Association, shall be final.

3. In any Timed Event if an animal escapes from the Arena the flag will be dropped, and the stop watch stopped.  The contestant will then get the animal back with a “lap and tap” start and then the time already elapsed will be added to the time in qualifying.  If the time is not recorded the decision of the Judges will be final.

a. If a rope is on the animal the roper will get the animal “lap and tap” with the rope on in the chute.

b. A Field Flag Judge must ask contestants if they are finished, and they must reply immediately.  Once a person is flagged out, he/she will receive no stock back.

4. Field Flaggers must stand on the header side of the arena by the boxes for Steer Wrestling.

5. Field Flaggers may stand on either side of the arena for Team Roping.

RERUNS – TIMED EVENTS

1. For time to be considered Official the Barrier flag must drop.

2. If the barrier equipment hangs on an animal, the contestant or team will get the stock back whether the stock is missed.

3. If the stock is brought back the contestant must take the same animal over during or immediately after the same performance.

4. If the neck rope fouls a contestant, the contestant may receive a rerun at the Barrier Judge’s discretion.  The contestant must declare himself/herself at the time of the foul.

5. In the event a time is missed all penalties will be carried over to the rerun no penalty behind the barrier.  In the case of a barrier penalty, they will get the stock back “lap and tap”.

6. No calf will be re-pinned by itself.

7. A calf must be re-run before it is used by another contestant.

8. Reruns must be drawn after the performance.

9. If the flag judge sees that he has made an error in flagging, he must declare a rerun before the contestant leaves the arena.

10. A calf must be rerun before it is used by another contestant.

BARRIER JUDGE – CALF ROPING, DOGGING, BREAKAWAY AND TEAM ROPING

1. There will be a deadline referee to watch the line in all Timed Events.

2. Each event will be responsible for selecting a qualified person to be a deadline referee for each performance.  That person shall be a contestant in that event.

TEAM ROPING BARRIER AND SCORING

1. The barrier must be used at all TSRA approved rodeos. 
2. The minimum length of the Team Roping barrier shall be the length of box minus 4 feet.  The maximum length of score line to be 4 ft.  Reviewed by the team roping director at his discretion. 
BARRIERS AND SCORING – BREAKAWAY AND CALF ROPING

1. A ten (10) second penalty will be added to a contestant’s time for breaking or beating the barrier.  In all timed events a barrier will not be considered broken unless the ring drops within ten (10) feet of the post.  Barrier equipment must be inspected by a Judge before each timed event.  If the equipment is faulty, it must be replaced.  Should a barrier break at any other than a designated breaking point, the decision is up to the Barrier Judge.  If a contestant obviously beats the barrier but the staples are pulled, or the barrier rope is broken, and the string is unbroken the Barrier Judge may assess a ten (10) second penalty.  Otherwise, this will not be considered a broken barrier.  Should a horse rear at the pin and its front feet cross the barrier prior to the release of the pin, this constitutes a barrier penalty.

2. Barriers must be used at all TSRA approved rodeos.  Minimum length for Tie Down Roping shall be length of box minus 4 feet.  The Team Roping will be 4 ft. minimum.  The maximum length of score line to be determined according to livestock, length of arena and arena condition.
3. Judges are responsible for seeing that barriers are in place before the first performance and will see that the barriers are the proper length.  The Barrier Judge will be responsible for measuring the barrier with a tape measure before the roping and dogging in each performance to ensure it has not been moved.  The length of the barriers shall be listed with the secretary and referred to as needed.

4. The Flag Judge shall be sure that nobody can stand close enough to the barrier to tamper with it.

5. Once the score line has been set in the timed events it will not be changed at that rodeo, nor can the length of the box be changed.

6. For a time to be Official a flag must be dropped.

7. If the automatic barrier stretched in front of a horse fails to work, but the time is recorded the contestant or team will get the time and there will be no penalty for a broken barrier.

8. If the barrier jerk line stays on the calf/steer the roper or dogger must take a rerun regardless of the time.

9. Stock belongs to the contestant once he/she has called for it.  If the neck rope fouls the contestant, they must declare themselves immediately.  It will be the Judge’s decision to award a rerun.  If the contestant tries to contest the stock after a foul, no rerun will be allowed.

10. In the event the time is missed all penalties will be carried to the rerun.  In case of a barrier penalty the contestant will get the stock back “lap and tap”.  If they only have a five (5) second penalty, they will go back behind the barrier.  If the barrier jerks the calf around and knocks the calf down, the contestant will receive a rerun if he does not break the barrier and the neck rope stays on the calf.  If the barrier breaks stock belongs to the contestant.  If stock cuts behind line man and the chute; the roper does not break the barrier he will receive a re-run on that stock behind the barrier.

FLAG JUDGE – CALF ROPING

1. The Flag Judge must inspect the tie to see that a calf is tied with a qualified tie - one or two wraps and a hooey (at least one wrap around all three (3) legs.

2. If the hooey is missed and the calf stays down, the roper will be flagged with no time.

3. A contestant will receive no time if he brings the animal over backwards between 10 and 2 with the animal landing on his back or head with all four feet in the air.
4. The calf must stay tied for six (6) seconds after the roper remounts his horse and his horse takes one step forward.  This time must be timed by the Flag Judge with a stopwatch.  The rope must stay slack if the rope is tightened the time will be stopped.  Time will restart when the rope is slack again.

a. The Judge can flag you out if you intentionally don’t ride up.

b. When a contestant remounts his horse and intentionally backs up, he shall be flagged out.

5. The Field Flag Judge must be at the opposite end of the arena.

6. There is a thirty (30) second time limit in the Calf Roping.

DUTEIS OF THE BREAKAWAY ROPING JUDGE

1. The minimum length of barrier shall be the length of box minus 5 feet.  The maximum length of score line to be determined according to livestock, length of arena and arena condition.

2. Stock Contractors and Judges are responsible for seeing that barriers are in place before the first performance.

3. All barriers and boxes will be tape measured and recorded with the rodeo secretary by the judge.

4. If an automatic barrier fails to work, it will be left up to the Barrier Judge to determine whether a ten (10) second penalty is placed on the roper.

5. There shall be two (2) or more Timers, a Field Flag Judge, and a Barrier Judge.

6. The Barrier Judge is responsible for changing the barrier string whenever it may have been weakened or on the request of the next contestant.

7. The Barrier Judge shall keep a record of the length of the barrier trip rope for each performance to ensure that the same start for the contestant of each performance.

8. STOCK TURNED OUT WILL NOT BE BROUGHT BACK.

9. For a time to be considered Official the barrier must operate correctly.

10. The Timed Event Judge will not flag a contestant out until the time is recorded.

11. A Flag Judge is to first flag the time then flag the contestant out if the run is not legal.

12. The Flag Judge must appoint an official person to judge the other side.

13. You must use nylon string, or you will be disqualified.

14. You must tie the END of the rope to the saddle horn.

DUTIES OF THE JUDGE – BARREL RACING

1. The Judges are responsible for staking and re-taping of the barrels prior to the first performance and each performance thereafter.

a. The start/finish line (electric timer) and the position of the barrels must be permanently staked for the entire rodeo.

b. The fence must also be clearly marked with paint or tape for the Flag Judge and the second Judge.

c. The pattern must be staked at least one (1) hour prior to rodeo time.

d. If any barrel racer wishes to re-measure the barrel pattern after it has been marked for the first performance and desires a change in said pattern the Judges will give due consideration to her request.

2. Measurements of the barrel pattern must be recorded on proper form available through the TSRA Secretary.  This form must be given to the rodeo secretary to be included in the Official rodeo records.

3. Basic measurements and decisions are left up to the Judge as to where the barrels and the flag line will be set with the following exceptions:

a. Barrels can never be less than fifteen (15) feet off the fence.

b. The flag line must be forty-five (45) feet off the chutes or the entrance gate.  Measurements cannot exceed sixty (60) feet from the flag line to the first barrel, ninety (90) feet from the first barrel to the second barrel and one hundred five (105) feet from the first or second barrel to the third barrel or a measurement that is halfway between the first and second barrel to the third barrel not to exceed ninety-five (95) feet.

c. Measurements can be less than the above and never larger.  Larger patterns must be used when the arena size permits it.

4. Barrels are to be set in a cloverleaf fashion with no tires allowed on the barrels.

5. The barrel must be placed inside the stake with the outside edge of the barrel at the stake with the stake closest to the fence.  The outside edge of the barrel must be at least fifteen (15) feet from the fence.

6. The Judges must place the barrels in proper and original position for each performance.

7. BOTH Judges are required to be in the arena during the Barrel race.

a. One Judge will flag even if there are electric timers being used.

i. The Flag Judge will stand in a marked position directly behind the electric timer whenever possible.

ii. The Flag Judge is not to leave his marked position for any reason.

iii. The Flagger must flag the barrel horse from nose to nose.

b. The second Judge will stand on the opposite side of the arena in a marked position and reset knocked over barrel making sure said barrels are at the stakes.

i. His marked position will be at least three (3) feet away from the electric timer line.

ii. If the second Judge is not present and in position an automatic $25.00 fine will be imposed.
8. Judges have the right to stop the barrel race due to “unsafe ground”.  Judges shall inspect the ground/alley safety prior to the start of the rodeo.
ALL CONTESTANTS – GENERAL RULES

1. It is the responsibility of each contestant to read and to understand all   rules pertaining to his/her event and the duties of each rodeo official and the rules of the TSRA in general.

2. The dress code applies to the Grand Entry, all performances, and the slack.

a. If a Grand Entry is required by the rodeo committee and contestants are on the grounds, you must ride in the grand entry.  Failure to do so, contestants will be fined $50.00.
b. If a contestant enters the arena up to one (1) hour prior to a performance, he/she MUST be properly dressed.

c. Anyone assisting a contestant in the arena must also be dressed according to the TSRA dress code.

3. All contestants must be ready to compete when their name is called.  No stock will be held under any circumstances.

4. There will be no talking to the Judges, Timekeepers, or the Flagman when events are in progress.

5. No re-runs or re-rides will be given due to a contestant’s faculty equipment.

6. All contestants must abide by the Rodeo Entry Rules to enter a TSRA rodeo.

7. All contestants must sign a receipt when collecting any money won at the place of payment.

8. It is required that the added money be equal in all major events.

9. After the Arena Director motions for the contestant to compete he/she will have twenty (20) seconds to enter the arena, or he/she will be disqualified.

10. Contestants must contest in the number of TSRA first rodeos in an event to be eligible to compete at the finals in that event for that year.  It will be posted on the web page.   
11. When a contestant’s name is called three (3) times, and they are still not present their stock will be turned out.

DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES:

1. The Board will expect the cooperation of any member when called upon by any one of the Association Officials to represent the Association best interests in regarding enforcement of rules at any approved TSRA rodeo or in any matter of official business.

2. In case of dispute, complaint or violation of rules brought before the Board of Directors a decision will be made based upon a written statement from the contestant complaining.

a. If you have a complaint, you must get a Complaint Form from the rodeo secretary or the TSRA office.  Fill it out – sign it – including your card number and turn it in to the rodeo secretary or the TSRA office.

b. If forms are not signed and have no card number, they will not be valid.

3. A decision shall be made by a majority vote of the Board on the said statements or (if necessary) a hearing of both parties involved.  An official letter of decision shall be sent to all parties.

4. The decision and actions of the Board shall be final and binding on all parties.

CONTESTANT / ARENA CONDUCT

1. The Management, Stock Contractor/Producer assumes no responsibility or liability for any injury or damage to the personal property or stock of any owner, contestant, or assistant.  Each participant by the act of his/her entry waives all claims against the Management, Stock Contractor/Producer, for any injuries he/she may sustain.

2. The TSRA urges that all Colors and Grand Entrees be handled by competent horse and horseman.

3. All contestants must enter the arena with proper pants, a Western hat, long sleeve shirt with collar, tucked in and western boots or any additional attire pertaining to their event rules.

a. The TSRA dress code shall be in effect one (1) hour before the rodeo, during the rodeo grand entry and in the slack while in the arena.  Failure to do so will be an automatic fine of from $25.00 to $250.00, the amount of the fine is to be determined by the Board of Directors.

b. The alleyway is considered part of the arena.

4. Each contestant must wear a number when in the arena to contest if the management requires it.

5. Once the rodeo performance has started no contestant will be permitted to ride or warm up his/her horse in the arena either directly before contesting in his/her event, between other events or at any time the rodeo performance is in progress.  To do so there will be an automatic fine of $50.00 to $250.00 (once the slack is called the same rule applies).  The amount of the fine will be determined by the Board.

6. Contestants or members who are in the arena must not interfere with the vision of the spectators if possible.

7. All exhibitions must be approved by the Stock Contractor (see Exhibition requirements).

8. All contestants must make an honest effort when competing in the arena.

CONTESTANT DISQUALIFICATIONS: See Unapproved Conduct

1. Any contestant or person connected with a contestant altercating, arguing, boycotting, or threatening the Judges, any Director, or Stock Contractor/Producer in the arena or on the rodeo grounds will be disqualified from the go-round and barred from competing in any TSRA approved rodeo until further notice.

2. Any contestant hitting a rodeo official in the arena, on/off the rodeo grounds for a decision that was made will be disqualified, fined a minimum of $500.00 and suspended for a period decided by the Board of Directors.

3. Refusing to contest during a paid performance on an animal drawn for him/her.

4. Not being ready to compete when called upon while on the rodeo grounds.

5. Cheating or attempting to cheat.

6. It is required that all stock (if possible) be mounted out or run at a paid performance.  This shall be done at the expense of the contesting member that is turning out the stock except in the event of an injury.

a. If a contestant who is entered in two or more events turns out in one event but pays the entry fee(s) he/she is eligible to compete on stock in all the other events he/she entered at that rodeo.

b. If a contestant refuses to pay the entry fee for a turn-out, then he/she shall be disqualified in all other events at that rodeo and barred from the next rodeo.  All entry fees and fines must be paid before contesting in another TSRA rodeo.

c. It is required that a contestant compete or run every head of stock himself/herself to qualify for an average payoff.

7. A contestant will be disqualified, fined and/or barred for refusing or turning out at any time and will receive a “no time” or”0” marking for that go-round but will be eligible to compete on all other stock.

a. Such contestants will not be eligible for any average money in the event in which he/she has turned out.

b. Stock turned out after the contestant’s name has been called three (3) times will not be able to get this stock back under any conditions.  If the Judges, Stock Contractor/Producer, or the Arena Director gives said contestant their stock back after being turned out he/she will be subject to a fine up to $100.00 at the Boards discretion.
8. Any person or persons caught mistreating or abusing any rodeo stock will be fined a minimum of $100.00 and have a possibility of suspension to be determined by the Board of Directors.

9. Money paid off after a rodeo is final unless an error has been made in figuring out the books at the close of the rodeo.

a. Over payments must be returned upon request.

b. Failure to do so will subject the contestant to a fine and/or suspension that will be determined by the Board.

10. In all cases of disputes, the rodeo will proceed without delay and the matter of the said dispute shall be settled by the Board of Directors.

11. Minor violations will be determined by the Board of Directors and will result in a fine of $5.00 to $50.00.  Major violations will be determined by the Board of Directors and will result in a fine of $50.00 to $500.00.

BAREBACK RIDING EVENT RULES

1. A one (1) hand rigging is to be used.  Riggins shall not be over ten (10) inches in width at the handhold and not over six (6) inches at the “D” rings.

2. No rigging may have metal, fiberglass or other objectionable material protruding underneath the rigging.  Riders may have a single layer of leather under the handhold.

3. Pads used under rigging must be leather covered on both sides.  If they are hair pads, they must be at least one (1) inch thick; and if it is a foam pad it must be at least one & one quarter (1 ¼) inches thick.  In addition to the pad a piece of leather a minimum of one-eighth (1/8th) inch thick and four (4) inches square must be glued or sewn to the pad, centered in comparison to the total body length of the rigging.  This piece of leather shall be placed so that one-half (1/2) inch of it extends behind the rigging body (PRCA approved).

4. Stock Contractors will have the right to have a Judge pass on whether rigging is objectionable or not.

5. Stock Contractors will have the right to have a Judge to pass on whether a rigging is being set and/or cinched in a way that it may hurt the horse’s back.

6. Both latigos cannot be drawn at the same time.  Latigos MUST be leather.

7. No contestant will cinch a rigging with their hand in the handhold.

8. A palm piece may be used in the glove, which will be at least 1-inch wide and 3 inches long and will be glued in.

9. There will be no adhesive material other than dry resin used on a rigging or on a rider’s glove.  Benzoin is the only other substance that may be used.

10. A rider’s hand must fit into a handhold in such a way that at the completion of a ride it can be easily taken out.

11. A qualified time for a Bareback ride is eight (8) seconds.  Time should start when the horse leaves the chute.

12. A rider must have their spurs above the break of the shoulders and touch the horse’s neck when the horse’s feet hit the ground (on its initial move out of the chute).

13. Any of the following offenses will disqualify a rider:

a. Riding with spur rowels that are too sharp or rowels that will lock.

b. Being bucked off
c. Touching the animal with the free hand
d. Not marking the horse out
e. Ignoring the “free roll” order by a Judge
f. Not using a six (6) inch girth
g. Not using a PRCA approved pad.

14. Any contestant wishing to wear protective headgear must have an official Judge approval before competing prior to the rodeo performance or he/she shall receive a no score.

15. Judges shall disqualify a Bareback rider who has been advised that he is next to go if he is not above the animal with his glove on when the previous horse leaves the arena.

16. If in the opinion of the pickup men and/or judges a rider is unable to easily free his hand from the rigging after the eight (8) second ride is complete he may be subject of a $100.00 fine.

17. If a rigging comes off with or without breaking the rider is disqualified.  If the Producer/Stock Contractors equipment breaks or fails, the rider will have the option of a marking or a re-ride.

18. The decision of only one (1) Judge to award a re-ride will be sufficient.

19. Re-rides will be given at the discretion of a Judge if an animal stops, fouls the rider (rider must declare himself), the Stock Contractor/Producer’s equipment fails, or the performance of the animal is inferior.

20. If, in the opinion of the Judges, a rider makes two (2) honest efforts to get out on a chute fighting horse and is unable to do so he may have a re-ride drawn for him.

21. A hotshot “cannot” be used until the head has turned to leave the chute.  In the event a horse requires a hotshot to leave the chute the rider will be given a “free roll”.  If the rider chooses for his horse not to be hit by the hotshot, the rider must take that marking.

22. All qualified riders will be scored.  If a re-ride is awarded the Judge will inform the rider of the option of a marking or a re-ride.  The rider will notify the Judge immediately of his decision.

23. If a pickup man’s horse encounters the bucking horse the rider will have the option of the marking or a re-ride.  The rider will inform the Judge immediately of his decision.

24. If a horse fails to buck the rider has the choice of taking the same animal back or having a new horse drawn.  If the contestant takes the same horse, he must take that marking providing he gets a fair break at the gate.  The decision of the Judge is final.

25. If the flank comes off – the rider has the choice of taking the same horse back or having a new horse drawn providing he has made a qualified ride and approved by the Stock Contractor.

26. The matter of re-rides shall be decided by the Judge.  If a rider is awarded a re-ride and an injury has occurred either during or after the ride the re-ride may be taken at the next performance with the Stock Contractor’s approval.

27. No marking should be changed in the Bareback riding unless the Judge is proven to have violated a rule by the Director or his Spokesman.

28. In Bareback riding if an animal has run off or stopped repeatedly it must be taken out of the draw until it has been re-approved by the Bareback Director.  If a Stock Contractor/Producer is told to remove a certain animal, he must do so until said animal has been re-approved by the Bareback Director.

a. If any part of an animal’s belly touches the ground the cowboy is entitled to a re-ride providing, he declares himself.

29. Scores will be announced after each ride, if possible, these scores are “unofficial”.

SADDLE BRONC RIDING EVENT RULES

1. Horses are to be furnished by a Stock Contractor/Producer.  Riding to be done with a plain Halter, one (1) rein and a saddle.

2. A Standard halter must be used unless an agreement is made by both the contestant and the Stock Contractor.

3. Saddle Bronc riding shall be timed for eight (8) seconds.

4. If a halter breaks during a ride the rider shall be given a re-ride on the same horse if the said halter belongs to the Stock Contractor.

5. The Stock Contractors may furnish their own halters subject to the approval of the Judge and the fitness of the halter.

6. Horses are to be saddled in the chute.  A rider may cinch his own saddle or examine the same to determine if it is satisfactory.  Either the Stock Contractor or the contestant shall have the right to call for the Judge to pass on whether the horse is properly saddled and flanked to buck to their best ability.

7. To qualify, a rider must have the points of his spurs over the break of the horse’s shoulder and touching its neck when its front feet hit the ground on its initial start from the chute.

8. If a Saddle Bronc horse falls to the ground the rider shall have the choice of that horse again or he may have the option of the first re-ride horse drawn.

9. The decision of only one (1) Judge to award a re-ride will be sufficient.

10. Re-rides will be given at the discretion of a Judge, if an animal stops, fouls a rider, (rider must declare himself) Stock Contractors equipment fails, or the performance of the animal is inferior.

11. Any of the following offenses shall disqualify a rider:

a. Being bucked off

b. Changing hands on the buck rein
c. Wrapping the rein around the hand or wrist
d. Pulling leather
e. Losing a stirrup (either one or both)
f. Touching the animal or the saddle with the free hand.

g. Riding with locked spur rowels or rowel.

i. The Judge will examine all clothing, saddle, rein, and spurs (an exception will be made if local rules make it necessary for the covering of spur rowels.

12. A hotshot “cannot” be used until animal turns its head to leave the chute.  In the event an animal requires a hotshot to leave the chute the rider will be given a “free roll”.

13. In Saddle Bronc riding if an animal stops three (3) consecutive times or consistently fails to leave the chute or runs off consistently the Saddle Bronc Director has the privilege of taking the animal out of the draw until it can be re-approved to return to the draw.

14. It is required that all stock (if possible) be mounted out or run at a paid performance.  This shall be done at the expense of the contesting member that is turning out the stock except in the event of an injury.

a. A contestant who is entered in two or more events can only turn out stock and not be fined if he is injured on the previous ride made that night only.

b. If a contestant refuses to pay entry fees for turned out stock, then he shall be disqualified in all other events and barred from the next TSRA rodeo. All entry fees and fines must be paid before contesting in another TSRA Rodeo.

c. It is required that a contestant must compete or run every head of stock “himself” to qualify for an average payoff.

15. If, in the opinion of the Judges, a rider makes two (2) honest efforts to get out on a chute fighting horse and is unable to do so he may have a re-ride drawn for him.

16. All qualified riders will be scored.  If a re-ride is awarded the Judge will inform the rider of the option of a marking or a re-ride.  The rider will notify the Judge immediately of his decision.

17. If a pickup man’s horse encounters the bucking horse the rider will have the option of the marking or a re-ride.  The rider will inform the Judge immediately of his decision.

18. If a horse fails to buck the rider has the choice of taking the same animal back or having a new horse drawn.  If the contestant takes the same horse, he must take that marking providing he gets a fair break at the gate.  The decision of the Judge is final.

19. If the flank comes off the rider has the choice of taking the same horse back or having a new horse drawn providing, he has made a qualified ride and approved by the Stock Contractor.

20. The matter of re-rides shall be decided by the Judges.  If a rider is awarded a re-ride and an injury occurs either during or after the ride the re-ride may be taken at the next performance with Stock Contractors’ approval.

21. In Saddle Broncs if an animal has run off or stopped repeatedly it must be taken out of the draw until it has been re-approved by the Saddle Bronc Director.  If a Stock Contractor/Producer is told to remove a certain animal, he must do so until said animal has been re-approved by the Bareback Director.

a. If any part of an animal’s belly touches the ground the cowboy is entitled to a re-ride providing, he declares himself.

22. Scores will be announced after each ride, if possible, these scores are “unofficial”.

CONTESTANT SADDLE SPECIFIICATIONS

1. RIGGING

A three-quarter double:  the Front edge of “D” ring must not pull further back than directly below the center point of the swell.  A Standard E-Z or ring-type saddle D must be used and cannot exceed five and ¾ inches outside the width measurement.

2. SWELL UNDERCUT

Not to be more than two (2) inches (one inch on either side).

3. GULLET

It is to be no less than four (4) inches wide at the center of the fork of a covered saddle.

4. TREE SPECIFICATIONS

Fork – fourteen (14) inches wide

Height – nine (9) inches maximum

Gullet – five and three-quarter (5 ¾) inches wide

Cantle – five (5) inches maximum height fourteen (14) inches wide

5. Stirrup leathers must be hung over bars.

6. No “Freaks” allowed.

7. The front cinch on a Bronc saddle shall be mohair and shall be at least eight (8) inches wide at the center but may be tapered to accommodate the “D” rings.

8. Latigo MUST be leather.

Ranch Bronc Riding Event Rules
Judging Criteria & Rules:

• Wildest, yet most controlled ride! " Ride as ride can” for 8 seconds. There will not be a mark out rule. A standard working saddle must be used. No PRCA rigging allowed.

• Using a standard stock saddle, slick-fork saddle, or slick-fork saddle with bucking rolls. Stirrup leathers

must be standard leathers. Saddle blankets or pads should not be used. Saddles should have full or 7/8

double rigging, no centering or 5/8 or 3/4 rigging allowed.

Saddles will be inspected before unsaddling in the stripping chute. Violations will result in immediate disqualification in the ranch bronc riding.

• Bucking rolls, sack or saddle blanket rolled up and tied across the fork is

allowed.

Riders can hold horn, cantle, night latch (rope or safety strap tied through saddle gullet to help the rider hold on), or rope strap.

• No spur-out required and loss of stirrup is allowed.

• No hobbling of stirrups (tying stirrups together under the belly of the horse) or binds on stirrup leathers (tying stirrup leathers to cinch and off-side billet).

• Horses will be throat latched, or rein placed around neck of horse and not in halter at contractor’s discretion. (“Throat latch”

means tying the buck rein to the halter strap that goes under the throat instead of tying to the halter ring under the chin.)

• Same hand does not have to remain on rein throughout ride.

• Fanning with hat is allowed. Quirts will not be allowed.

• Ride is for 8 seconds.

• Two well qualified rough-stock judges each score horse from 1 to 25 points and rider 1 to 25 points (100 points total possible for ride).

• The rodeo event is open to amateur and professional riders.

• Contestant will be awarded points for control, aggressiveness, exposure, length of Spur Stroke, drag timing.

• Re-Rides: Ride ‘em Down, then Ride ‘em Up!  Should the animal become injured, should there be a malfunction of stock contractor’s equipment, then Rider’s option of a re-ride.

• Consideration for a Re-Ride will be given for inferior performance of the horse at or under the Judges animal score of 15 (both judges)

BULL RIDING EVENT

1. All Bulls horns must be cut to about the size of a half dollar.  No splintered horns head fighting bulls or otherwise.

2. Riding is to be done with one hand and a loose rope with or without a handhold; no knots or hitches to prevent the rope from falling off the bull or steer when the rider leaves him.

a. The rope must have a bell; no bell – no marking.

b. A qualified ride is eight (8) seconds.  Time starts when the bulls shoulder passes the plain of the front of the chute.

3. If the flank comes off before the eight seconds is complete and the rider is still aboard a re-ride must be given and must be taken on the same bull providing the rider makes a qualified ride.  If the bull runs off again then he may have another animal drawn for him.  

4. Riders who are knocked off or fouled by the chute or gate are entitled to a re-ride.  If fouled a rider must declare this.

5. If the flank rope is fouled or tied to the chute during a contestant’s ride the contestant may have the choice of the marking for his ride or re-ride on the same animal whether a qualified ride was made or not.

6. After three (3) honest attempts to mount a chute fighting bull the rider is entitled to another head of stock.

7. If a contestant’s rope breaks for any reason the contestant is not entitled to a re-ride.  If a rider makes a qualified ride with any part of the rope in his riding hand, he is to be marked – the bell must be under the bull’s belly.

8. If bulls are to be ridden first at a rodeo, then it must be announced in the official publication.

9. Scores will be announced after each ride, if possible, these scores are “unofficial”.

10. Contestants may pull riggings and ropes from either side in all Riding events.

11. Any contestants wishing to wear protective headgear must have an official Judge approval before competing prior to the rodeo performance or he/she shall receive a no score.

12. There must be two (2) qualified Bull Fighters in the arena during the Bull Riding. In the case of an emergency or due to Bull Fighter injury the Stock Contractor has the authority to appoint a capable person to substitute for the position.

13. In the bull riding if an animal repeatedly runs off, stops, or throws himself down it must be taken out of the draw until it is reapproved by the Bull Riding Director.  If the Stock Contractor/Producer is told to remove a certain animal, he must do so until it is re-approved by the Bull Riding Director.

14. The Stock Contractor cannot hotshot or run at the animals with any object (walking cane, etc.) after the chute gate opens.

15. Stock Contractors must flank bull to buck to the best of their ability.

16. Riders will be disqualified for any of the following offenses:

a. Being bucked off before the eight (8) second time is complete.

b. Using sharp spurs.

c. Intentionally touching anything (such as fence posts, gates, the animal, or oneself etc.) with his free hand or arm to keep himself on top of the bull.

i. However, if a bull runs into or against something (such as the fence, a post, gate, etc.) causing the rider to touch said object for protection only then this is to be considered an unintentional act of touching, and the rider is to receive a score.

ii. The above Rules “16 A., B., and C” are to be left to the discretion of the Judges.

17. No sharp spurs are to be used.  Any style of spurs can be used if the rowels are dull.

18. Any person or persons caught mistreating or abusing any rodeo livestock will be fined a minimum of $100.00 and have the possibility of being suspended.

19. No Bull can be bucked out more than two (2) times in one night.

20. If the bull hangs a horn in the chute gate when leaving the contestant has option of re-ride at the discretion of the judge.

GIRLS BREAKAWAY ROPING EVENT RULES

1. One loop is all that will be permitted at any time.

2. No loops can be rebuilt.

3. If a rope is dropped it will be considered a “no time”.

4. There will be a 30 second time limit to complete a catch.  These 30 second times limits do not include any barrier penalties.

5. A Bell Collar catch is the only legal catch.  Bell collar catch is around the neck with no leg or tail.

6. Ropes must be tied to the saddle horn with NYLON string ONLY.  Ropers must have a handkerchief or other colorful cloth attached to the end of their rope.  

7. The rope may not be run through the bridle, tie down, neck rope or any other device.

8. The Judge will flag the contestant when the rope breaks away from the saddle horn and the time will then be recorded.

9. The rope must be released from the contestant(s) hand to be a legal time.

10. A contestant will be disqualified for any abusive treatment of a calf or horse.

11. The contestant will receive a “no time” should she break the rope away from the saddle horn with her hand before a catch is made.  However, if a rope should dally around the horn the contestant may ride forward and remove the dally of the rope from the horn and stop her horse to make the rope break away from the horn.

12. You must tie the END of the rope to your saddle horn.

CALF ROPING – CATCH AS CATCH CAN

1. Positions shall be drawn for each performance and for the slack after the show.

2. No rerun stock shall be drawn until after the performance and a complete run has been made on the cattle.

3. A minimum of three (3) calves will be pinned when bringing cattle back.

4. Each contestant may have someone push calves out of the chute for them.

5. The rope may be dallied or tied hard and fast either is permissible.  Contestants must rope the calf, dismount, go down the rope and throw the calf by hand and then cross and tie any three (3) legs.  If the calf is down when the roper reaches him the roper must then lift the calf to his feet and then throw him by hand.  The rope must remain on the calf until the roper has a hand on the calf.  The tie must hold until Field Judge passes judgement on the six (6) seconds.  The roper cannot touch the calf after he has signaled being finished with the tie.  If the tie comes loose or the calf gets to his feet before the tie has been ruled a fair one the roper will receive a “NO TIME”.

6. A contestant will receive no time if he brings the animal over backwards between 10 and 2 with the animal landing on his back or head with all four feet in the air.

7. The line Judge will be responsible for getting the neck rope on the calf and checking the barrier for its correct working order.

8. The ropers may appoint someone to stand at the score line for all cattle.  

9. If a calf is taken out of the draw by the Director or Stock Contractor that calf cannot be put back into the draw without the Calf Roping Directors permission.

10. If the barrier jerks the calf around and knocks the calf down, the contestant will receive a rerun if he does not break the barrier and his neck rope stays on calf.  If the barrier breaks stock belongs to contestant.  If stock cuts between line man and the chute; the roper does not break the barrier, he will receive a re-run on that stock behind the barrier.

11. The Barrier length will be determined by the length of the box minus four (4) feet at a minimum.  Maximum length of score line to be determined according to livestock, length of box and arena conditions.

12. All roping calves must be of the same breed and cross breeds must be of the same cross.  If there is a deviation from this, it must be approved by the calf roping director.  If the above rule is not followed a fine will be imposed of $50.00.

13. In any case a permanent fixture fouls the roper NO re-run will be awarded.

14. A contestant must adjust his rope and reins in a manner that will prevent his horse from dragging the calf.  Contestants must receive NO ASSISTANCE of any kind from an outside source.  The fine for unintentionally dragging a calf ten (10) feet or more will be $25.00 per offense.  Intentionally dragging, regardless of the distance, shall result in a $100.00 fine for each offense plus a possibility of a disqualification.

15. The Field Judge will pass judgement on the tie of the calves using a stopwatch.  The time of six (6) seconds from the time that the roping horse takes his first step forward after the roper has remounted and given slack in the rope.  The rope will not be removed from the calf but must remain slack until the Field Judge has passed on the tie.  If the rope is not on the calf when the roper calls for time the six (6) seconds shall begin when the roper steps away from the calf.

16. The Field Judge must watch the calf during this six (6) second period and stop the watch if the calf kicks free using this time to determine whether the calf remained tied long enough to qualify (this time should be shown to the roper if it is less than six (6) seconds.  Any tension placed on the rope by the roper after he has remounted will result in a disqualification.

17. A roper will be disqualified for removing a rope from a calf after signaling for time until the tie has been ruled on by the Field Judge.

18. Neck ropes must be tied with strings or rubber bands.  No metal snaps or hardware shall be used on a neck rope in any Timed Event.

19. The Stock Contractor/Producer must furnish a worker to feed the barrier rope out of the chute.

20. There shall be two or more timers, a field flagging Judge, and a barrier line Judge.  Time will be taken between two flags.  Arena conditions will determine the score line.  

21. No “pusher” will be allowed to follow the cattle out of the chute in the act of tailing cattle.  This will incur an immediate disqualification.

22. Calves are to be changed when necessary and a Stock Contractor will be given one (1) week to comply. If the said calves are not changed the Stock Contractor will be fined.

23. No fresh calves will be added to an old set of calves.

STEER WRESTLING OR BULL DOGGING
1. Steers must be approved by the Steer Wrestling Director prior to going to a rodeo.  Stock Contractor will be fined for having steers that are not approved by the director.

2. All Steer Wrestling stock can be chute run after a paid performance is over.

3. The score line will be no longer than the box less six (6) feet unless the box is less than 14 feet.  If under fourteen (14) feet, it will be half the length of the box.

4. When and where fresh cattle are being used, the barrier may be half the distance of the Steer Wrestling box plus one (1) foot if the arena condition permits.  This shall be decided by the Steer Wrestling Director prior to the first performance.

5. There must be an automatic barrier used at all TSRA rodeos with a Steer Wrestling box of twelve (12) foot or more.  If the SW box is less than twelve (12) feet, the Steer Wrestling must be run “lap and tap”.

6. If the automatic barrier fails to work, it will be left up to the Barrier Judge whether a ten (10) second penalty should be placed on the wrestler’s time.

7. All steers will be trailed through the chute and penned in the catch pen prior to the first performance.

8. There shall be two or more timers, a deadline referee, a Field Judge and as many other officials as the local management finds necessary.  Animals used for the SW contest should be closely inspected and objectionable ones eliminated.  Contestants will not be required to compete on a crippled steer or a steer with a broken horn.  If a contestant jumps at a steer, he accepts him as sound.

a. Steer Wrestling times will be recorded to the tenths (.1) of a second only.

9. Steer Wrestling cattle will weigh from four hundred and fifty (450) to six hundred (600) pounds and must be of the same breed.

10. Horns on steers must be at least nine (9) inches long and adequately shaped for the approval of the Steer Wrestling Director.  All steers must be able to clearly free the chute.  All horns must be tipped and blunted off “no points”.

11. Once cattle have been designated for a particular event, there will be no swapping between events without the Directors approval.  Nor can these cattle be used for jackpots that are held in conjunction with the rodeo.  

12. A contestant will be disqualified if he attempts to in any way tamper with the steers in the chute.  Only one (1) hazer is allowed.  A steer must be caught from a horse.  If a steer gets loose the wrestler may take no more than one (1) step to catch the steer.  Contestants must furnish their own hazer and horses.  After catching the steer, the wrestler must bring the steer to a stop or change the steer’s direction then twist him down.  If the steer is accidentally knocked down or thrown down before being brought to a stop or is thrown down by the wrestler putting the animal’s horns into the ground, it must be let up onto all four feet and then re-thrown.  A steer will be considered down when it is lying flat on its side with all four feet clearly seen.  The wrestler must have a hand on the steer when it is flagged for time.  The fairness of the catch and throw will be left to the Judges, and their decisions will be final.

13. The hazer must not render any assistance to the contestant while the contestant is working with the steer.  Failure to observe this rule will disqualify the contestant.  The hazer will be disqualified for jumping at a steer.

14. A ten (10) second penalty shall be assessed in any case in which a Flag Judge rules that a wrestler’s feet touch the ground before he crosses the flag line.

15. If a wrestler misses or loses a steer the Flagman must ask the wrestler if he wishes to take another jump.  The wrestler must reply at once.

16. There is no penalty for a broken horn.

17. Cattle used for steer roping, cutting or any other events shall not be used for steer wrestling.

18. If a steer sets up for three (3) consecutive times, he will be taken out of the draw.

19. A wrestler can remount but must remount his bulldogging horse only after he calls for the steer.

20. Contestant gets steer over only if barrier score line stays on steer or timers do not get time.

21. If the steer wrestling Director approaches a Stock Contractor to cut or change cattle in his event, he must do so, or he is automatically fined.

22. If ear tags are not used on steers brands must be clipped so that they can be clearly read.

23. If a fresh steer is put into the draw, it must be run down and thrown by a steer wrestler before the performance.

24. All hazers who are not a current card holder must sign a waiver at each rodeo to participate or assist a wrestler or another hazer.  Hazers under eighteen (18) years of age must have their parent’s signature and have a waiver notarized.

25. Any person or persons caught mistreating or abusing rodeo livestock will be fined a minimum of $100.00 and be subject to suspension.

26. These rules and regulations may be amended at any time by change, addition, or repeal by a majority vote of the Board of Directors.

TEAM ROPING

1. Once cattle have been designated for a particular event there will be no swapping between events without the Directors approval.  Nor can these cattle be used for jackpots that are held in conjunction with the rodeo.

2. Steers shall have good horns and each as equal as possible at a minimum weight of 450-700 pounds.  Steers with objectionable horns will be eliminated.

3. Contestants will start from behind a barrier.  There will be a ten (10) second penalty assessed for breaking the barrier.  The steer belongs to the ropers after he crosses the deadline with this exception:  If the steer gets out of the arena the flag will be dropped, and the roper will get the steer back “lap and tap” with the time added to which was taken when the steer left the arena.  If there is a barrier penalty the contestant will get the stock back “lap and tap” with any penalties.

a. The team roper behind the barrier must throw the first loop at the steer’s head.

4. A contestant will only get a steer over if the barrier rope stays on the steer or the timers do not get the time.  Barrier penalties will be carried for re-run.  If any part of the barrier fouls a roper he must declare it IMMEDIATELY.

5. All changes to the list of roping order to split horses etc. must be made before any stock for that event has been loaded in the chute.  After stock has been loaded ropers must rope in the order listed.

a. If a contestant roping twice is up back-to-back, he/she will rope his/her first position then move down not more than one position.

6. Any question as to legal catches in a contest will be decided by the Judges.
7. If the header misses in the team roping it is a $50 fine if the heeler catches the steer.
8. Ladies may enter the team roping also.  No ropes may be tied off.  Ropes must be dallied to the saddle horn.

9. There shall be two timers, a Barrier Judge, and a field flag Judge.  Time to be taken between two flags.

10. Steers must not be handled roughly at any time and ropers may be disqualified if in the opinion of the Field Judge they have done so.

11. Team Roping contestants are allowed to enter twice but must either swap ends or partners.

12. Each contestant will be allowed to carry one (1) rope.  Each team is allowed two (2) loops.  Roping a steer without turning loose of the loop will be considered a “no catch”.  A roper must dally to stop a steer.

13. A broken rope or a dropped rope will be considered a “no time”.

14. If a steer is roped by one (1) horn the roper is not allowed to ride up and put the rope over the other horn or head with his hand.

15. If the heeler ropes a font foot or feet in the heel loop this is a foul catch.  Neither contestant may remove the front foot or feet from the loop by hand.  However, should the front foot or feet come out of the heel loop before the Field Flag Judge drops his flag the time will be counted.

16. All steers that are roped shall have the ropes removed in the de-rigging chute or the catch pen.

17. Time is to be taken when the steer is roped by both ends in a direct line and the horses are on all fours.  The horses will be facing the steer with both ropes tight and dallied.

18. Judges and Flagman’s first decision stands.

19. Stock Contractors and Arena Director will be responsible for seeing that all barriers will be rigged.

20. Neck ropes must be tied with string or rubber bands.  No metal snaps or hardware shall be used on neck ropes in the Timed Events.  Adjustable slices shall be used on all neck ropes.

21. All portable roping chutes and gate openings must have a thirty (30) inch clearance in Team Roping.

22. If an animal is unable to compete on due to injury another animal will be drawn for that team.

23. If one partner of a team is sick and does not show the other member of that team can get someone else to rope with him/her. The new partner must already be entered in that rodeo.  All ropers are responsible for their entry fees including the partner that did not show.

LEGAL CATCHES

1. The steer must be on all four (4) feet when roped from either end.

2. There will be only three (3) legal head catches:

a. Head or both horns

b. Half a head

c. Around the neck

3. If the hondo passes over one horn and the loop over the other the catch is a disqualification.

4. Any heel catch behind both shoulders is legal if the rope goes up the heels.

5. One (1) hind foot receives a five (5) second penalty.

6. If a loop crosses itself in a head catch it is a disqualification.  This does not include a heel catch.

7. Dewclaw catches are legal if it holds for the Field Flag Judge’s inspection.

DISQUALIFICATIONS:

1. A team uses more than two (2) loops.

2. Failure to head the steer before heeling it.

3. Unnecessarily rough treatment of steers.

4. Illegal head catches.

5. Dropped or broken rope.

6. If a contestant dismounts during a contest run the team will be disqualified.

7. Front foot and heels.

8. If header dallies and changes direction of the steer with a leg in the loop, this will result in automatic disqualification.
9. Roper must release the loop from his/her hand.

10. Dragging a steer more than eight (8) feet while the steer is down.

11. Failure to head and turn steer’s complete body 90 degrees changing direction before heeling will result in a crossfire and disqualification of the team.  However, if the steer stops or sets up before the switch, it must only be moving forward for the heel loop to be legal.
12. Heeling of the steer before completion of initial switch will be considered a crossfire and no time recorded.
13. Ropers MUST hold a dally for inspection by the Judge.

GIRS BARREL RACING EVENT RULES

1. TSRA Barrel Racers are required to wear dress pants or good quality blue jeans, a long sleeve shirt with a collar (tucked in), western hat/helmet and boots.

a. This applies to the grand entry, all performances, and all slack.

b. If a barrel racer enters the Arena up to one (1) hour prior to a performance she must be properly dressed.

c. Failure to comply with the above rule will result in an automatic fine of $10.00

d. Anyone assisting Barrel Racers in the Arena must be dressed according to the TSRA dress code.  The alleyway is considered part of the arena.

2. A contestant losing her hat in the alleyway prior to her run in the Arena or during her run will automatically be fined $10.00.  The fine shall be paid to the TSRA Secretary before the contestant is allowed to enter the next TSRA rodeo.  The entire $10.00 will go to the TSRA.

a. If you do not wear a hat or helmet you will be disqualified.

3. No reruns due to faulty equipment.

a. If a horse falls the rider can still finish the pattern.

4. In all cases of dispute, the rodeo will proceed under existing TSRA rules without delay and the matter of said dispute shall be settled by the Board of Directors.

5. Setting the barrels on the Official markers and practicing or working a horse on the Official pattern or stakes will result in a rules violation and a fine.  The staked pattern cannot be worked at all from the start of the first performance through to the completion of the final performance.

a. Any other barrel pattern must be set up at least fifteen (15) feet off the Official TSRA pattern.

b. The barrels MUST be placed inside the stake.

c. No barrel pattern can be worked within three (3) hours prior to a performance.

d. Any jackpot or junior barrel race etc. that coincides with a TSRA rodeo must have a barrel pattern different than that of the Official TSRA pattern.

6. If a contestant knocks over a barrel a five (5) second penalty will be assessed for each barrel knocked over.

7. If a contestant knocks over a barrel and the barrel re-stands on the opposite end this will be considered a knocked over barrel and a five (5) second penalty will be charged.

8. A contestant will be disqualified if after crossing the score line and being flagged by the flagman to begin her run she re-crosses the score line before the completion of the true cloverleaf pattern.

9. No Barrel Racer shall run an exhibition run before her money run nor shall anyone make an exhibition run on a contest horse before its money run.

a. No two Barrel Racers can compete on the same horse at any given TSRA rodeo.

10. All barrel racers will run in the position drawn.  A barrel racer must be ready to compete when her name is called.  Failure to comply could result in a disqualification or a $25.00 fine.  If a contestant runs out of position the contestant that was supposed to run has the option to run next or 1st in the slack.  There will be a drag after the run.

11. Only girls that have been members in the previous year can be nominated for the Barrel Racing Director’s position.  Only girls that have been members in the previous year will be eligible to vote for the Barrel Racing Director.  Nonmembers may attend the barrel racing meeting but shall not have a voice in the proceedings.

12. There will be no drawing out after the books are closed unless a contestant has a release from the Judges or Stock Contractor/Producer.

13. Under no circumstances will the entry fee be refunded.

14. Minor violations will be determined by the Board of Directors and will result in a fine of $5.00 to $50.00.  Major violations will be determined by the Board of Directors and will result in a fine of $50.00 to $500.00.

15. Barrel racers cannot have any horseback or ground assistance once they enter the arena.  The alleyway is an exception to this rule.  No horseback or ground assistance in set-up arenas once contestant enters the mouth of the arena.

16. The Barrel Racer must be mounted before entering the arena or plain of the arena.

17. If the barrel racer breaks the pattern, she can finish her pattern but can’t circle the barrels.

18. If the gate is off set or pattern is not centered with alley, contestants are allowed to set up and run as necessary without circling.  Spin or pivot is permitted – Contestant MUST maintain forward motion.

These rules and regulations may be amended at any time by change, addition, or repeal by the majority of the Board of Directors.

TSRA FINALS RODEO RULES

1. Only the top fifteen (15) will be taken to the TSRA finals in all standard eight events.  
2. Also, the highest ranked High School or under contestant will be invited a sixteenth position at the Finals.  He/She will only be eligible to win prize money or an average award but no year-end award.
a. In the event there are not enough TSRA contestants qualified to fill the fifteen (15) final positions and other High School or under contestants, have money won, then more HS or under contestants can be offered a position at the finals.
b. The high school header/heeler can rope with any qualified contestant.

c. A contestant must compete in the number decided per year of TSRA rodeos first in an event to be eligible to compete at the finals in that event.  No co-sanction rodeos count for qualified rodeos.
d. The header determines the team roping draw.
3. The top fifteen (15) Bull Riders will vote on the Bull Fighters for the finals.

4. The top fifteen (15) Bareback and Saddle Bronc riders will vote on the pickup men for the finals.

5. The top fifteen (15) in all Rough Stock events will vote on the Judges for the finals.

6. The top fifteen (15) in all Timed events will vote on the Field Flag Judge for the finals.

7. The current Board of Directors will vote on the Timekeepers, Announcers, Secretary, Clowns, and other Rodeo personnel for the finals.

8. All added money shall be equal among the eight (8) standard events.

a. In optional events the added money shall be set by the Board of Directors, taking into consideration the number of contestants qualified to compete in the finals.

b. The payoff at the finals will be decided by the Board of Directors two weeks prior to the finals date.  Payoff will be paid per the standard payoff scale for all events as listed if the event is full.  It will be determined if not full.
9. The “cutoff date” for Points must be published at least two (2) weeks prior to that cutoff date and the Finals date must be set not to exceed thirty (30) days after the point cutoff date.

10. A deadline date shall be set for Finals Entry Fees to be paid.  Should any of the eligible members decline to enter the Finals or fail to pay the Entry Fees by the deadline date the next person in line shall automatically be extended an invitation.  (No Exceptions to the Rule)
11. No entry fee once paid for the Finals will be refunded unless there are extremely extenuating circumstances to be determined by the Board of Directors.

a. In the above circumstances the TSRA Office must be notified immediately so that the next person in line can be called to fill that position.

12. Eligibility of Riding Events Livestock at the TSRA finals:

a. Shall be the same as those riding event livestock eligibility requirements, which is the animal must have been drawn for competition in a minimum of 3 times at a TSRA rodeo during the rodeo year for which the TSRA rodeo Finals is being held and meets stock contractor requirements.

b. A stock contractor may not supply an animal to the TSRA finals rodeo unless the animal satisfies the minimum performance requirements set forth herein while the stock contractor is the legal owner of that animal.  All stock is to be approved by the event representative for the TSRA finals rodeo.

13. Directors from each event shall be responsible for the selection and securing of the stock for his/her event at the Finals.  This stock is to be chosen from current TSRA Stock Contractors who have bucked or run their stock in at least three (3) TSRA first rodeos in the current year.

14. A contestant must compete on each head of stock drawn he/she will be disqualified from the Finals except for an injury or other medical reason.

15. Stock must be bucked out at least three (3) TSRA first rodeos prior to the Finals to be eligible for Stock of the Year awards.

16. No ground money is paid at the finals.

17. The Barrel Racing Director shall be responsible for the final barrels (55-gallon drums) and securing a working set of electric timers.

18. All Contract Acts personnel must have worked in at least three (3) TSRA first rodeos to be eligible to work the Finals exception clown and announcer.

19. At the finals 3 rodeo judges will be used.  They will be decided by the contestants and must have judged 3 rodeos within the year.

20. Stock-of-the-Year is to be voted on by the top fifteen (15) Bareback, Saddle Bronc, Bull Riders, and Bull Fighters.

21. The Stock Contractor-of-the-Year is to be voted on by the Board of Directors.  Stock Contractors must be listed on the web page as exclusive Stock Contractors with at least three (3) TSRA first rodeos to be eligible to supply stock at the Finals.

22. There shall be at least one (1) specialty act at the Finals to be selected by the Board of Directors.

23. There will be an annual membership meeting to elect Officers and Directors by membership (preferably at the finals).

24. All Awards shall be determined by the Board of Directors and are to be presented at the awards ceremony.

25. Each event is responsible for securing money and donations for their awards.

26. One (1) point is awarded for each dollar that is won throughout the year and at the Finals.

a. The high point winner in each of the eight (8) standard events and all optional events will be named Champion-of-the-Year.

b. The high point winner counting “ONLY” monies won throughout the Finals including the Average will be named the Finals Champion in each event.

c. The high point winner who has won the most points in two (2) or more events for the Year shall be named the All-Around Champion of the Year.
27. Contestants must compete at all performances at the finals and attend the awards banquet to be eligible to win a year-end award.
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
